produce abeautiful black, superior in many respeds to any other
bladk in use.

Convenient Preparation for Glue

Upon every househdd and farm establishment, there is occasion
at times for the use of good due. The difficulty is, that it is wanted
so seldom, most farmers are nat induced to keep it on hand in
good condition. The following mode of preparing it obviates the
difficulty: Instead of dislvingit in water, and heding it over the
fire every time it is neaded, dsolve it in whisky; then it will re-
main any time in a fluid state and fit for applicaion withou being
heaed except in the wldest weaher, when it shoud be alittle
warmed. When dsolved, it shoud be put into a tight vessl to
prevent the evaporation d the spirit. This may be dore in a tin
vessel with a wver fitted over it. If corked upin a bottle, the stop-
per would become tight and immovable.

Not Despising Small Beginnings

In fulfillment of a vow she
had made to God before he was
born, Hannah had left her son,
Samuel, with Eli, the high piest,
so that Samuel could asgst Eli in
the tabernade. One night God
spoke to Samuel, who was dill a
child, and gave him a message for
Eli. It was a brief message but a
disturbing one. Eli and hs sns
were to be judged by God becaise
of the sons wickedness and Eli's
indugence of them. Samuel did
not wish to relate the message to
Eli; but when Samuel was asked
by Eli, he told hm the whole thing
and kept nothing badk (1 Samuel
3).

God was, | believe, testing
Samuel at thistime, aswell as giv-
ing a message to Eli; for Eli had
head a similar message before
from another source (1 Samuel
2:27-36). God wanted to make
sure Samuel could be trusted to
deliver His Word faithfully and
withou flinching. Samuel later
was the judge of Israd and a
prophet of the Lord for many
yeas, but his work started with
this brief message delivered to Eli.

What is the leson for us
from this incident that occurred in
Samuel's youth? | would say it is
this: do nd despise small begin-
nings. What if Samuel had ne-
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gleded o refused to gve Eli the
message ather out of fear or be-
cause he did nat think such a brief
message mattered? Could God
have used him as he did later on?
Would he have been the leader of
the people and the one to anoint
two kings of Israd, including the
eathly ancestor of the King of
kings? | thing not. God would
have diosen someone dse & His
messenger.

God dces not start His ser-
vants out in a big way. He gradu-
aly builds up the resporsihiliti es
he gives them acwrding to their
faithfulness in carying out the
ones they already have. If God hes
given you a small work, do it well,
and he will guide you into larger
fields as you become ready for
them.

"Then came the first, saying,
Lord, Thy pound lath gained ten
pound. And he said unto him,
Well, thou good servant: because
thou hest been faithful in a very
littl e, have thou authority over ten
cities' (Luke 19:16,17).

#23. If you seethat it is not
necessary for you to be in soci-
ety, that the honou of God
might be better increased in
some other ways, or that love
does not pressyou to serve your
neighba in your neighba's
presence, then do na wish to re-
main in society. You must nat be
in society for one moment, if
you have no aher purpose to be
there than to passthe time.
