The Growth of Trees: Littlels Much When God Is In [t!

When | first started growing
trees, what | expeded to see was a
gradual but steady growth rate,
where the trees added fairly evenly to
their size eab year. | planted a num-
ber of kinds of seallings, and kept
them watered and cared for them. At
the end of the year, | was disap-
pointed to find that the fastest ones
had only grown a few inches while
others had hardly grown at all.

The next year was the same: only
a few inches of growth. | began to
wonder just how long trees took to
grow, if they added height and sub-
stance this slowly. But | was mis-
taken. The next summer, some of the
mulberry trees grew from a few
inches to abou three feet in height,
thoudh they were still very spindly.
They still did na look as thoughthey
would amount to much any time
soon, and in addition, the other trees
were still | essthan afoot tall.

Again | was mistaken. One year
later, the mulberry trees were fifteen
fed tall and hed started to fill out
some! One of the Elderberry shrubs,
which in February had been orly a
foot tall, were seven feet tall and
quite wide! Now, one year after that,
it is agood sized tree of about fifteen
fed, and the other kinds of trees are
growing in the same way. The Lord
does nat add to the growth of trees
year by year; He multiplies it—but
even multiplication starts out very
small at first (take one times two)!

This is a good pcture of how
God dees things. We may begin
some work that He shows us is His
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will, and become disappanted later
becaise it appeas fruitless. We may
even give it a long time, and then
give up on it because we feel it is for
nothing. But if indeed it isthe Lord's
work (which of course we shoud a-
ways make sure of before doing
something) it is and must be @nsid-
ered to be truly His and rot our own.
And since it is His and He knows
very well what He is doing, we must
continue with what He shows us to
do without trying to figure out why
Heis doing things the way Heis.

Just as a tree must grow for at
least five years before it can produce
a good crop of fruit, so what we do
for the Lord may take awhile before
we see results. We should also keep
in mind that the Lord is not limited
by time & we are. He can lift up a
ministry, or cause cetain people to
finally come to repentance, or what
ever, in a blink when He feds the
time is right. But at the same time,
He ca orly do so if we @ntinue to
persevere throughthe period o time
when what we ae doing seems to be
for nothing.

Are we doing what we are doing
for the results, or for Him? Those
who seek results will be disappanted
and will sooner or later give up, but
if we ae doing it for Christ, we will
be mntent to be doing His will, and
to be moperating with Him in what-
ever He has given us to da And He
will take the lowly work that we ae
doing for Him and use it for His
Kingdom, in whatever way He
chooses and in Histiming.
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But even those sedlling trees are
not idle the first few yeas. What
they are doing is taking root down-
ward, which always must precede
growth. The first year the roct is not
strong enowgh to support rapid
growth. But the second yea it is
dlightly stronger, and the third yea
stronger still. The treemust be firmly
rooted, and the root must be mature,
for it to grow, and bear fruit. So also
its branches must receive their suste-
nance from the roat and be firmly
rooted and establi shed to bear fruit.

We must be firmly rooted in
Christ and in His Words before what
we @n bea fruit for His Kingdom,
and that takes time--time spent in
prayer and study of His Word, and
time in which we make that priority
in aur lives.

Before He leads us to people
who reed help or encouragement, for
instance, He must prepare our heats
so that we will not judge them un-
fairly for their needs.

Before He can prosper a ministry
of teaching, He must prepare our
heats © that we will naot distort His
message oOr concentrate on w-
important things. In addition, He
must prepare the hearts of others to
be receptive to His message which
He will speak through Ls.

What ever it is that He is doing,
He is more than competent to make it
succeed according to His purposes.

But it would also be very easy
for us to mess up what He is doing,
in some area of life, ou of impa
tience or anxiety. Instead, we must
wait on Him with perseverance.
Waiting on the Lord includes being
patient and waiting for His timing,
but it also means to seek Him and
The Boys Bugle

serve Him.

While one thing may be post-
pored because it is not His timing,
His will for us goes on in other areas
of life, and we must discern it prayer-
fully and carry it out. One day we
will be surprised at just how many of
the little seemingly mundane tasks--
and even the waiting, and all the tri-
as-all led to or were apart of His
work in us and through us here on
eath!

Let us not despise even the lit-
tlest, lowliest task He gives, na let
us grow weay in doing good, even
when what we ae doing seems to be
for nothing!

Daniel and His Companions

YoungMen o Prayer

Daniel and his companions (known
best as Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-
nego) probably were taken to Babylon
in their ealy teens. (They are cdled
“children” but they were old enough to
know God's law and to dedde to obey
it. See Danid 1.) Daniel lived many
years in Babylon— yeas full of service
to God and man. The most famous inci-
dent in Danidl’s life, his sojourn in the
lions' den because of his determination
to continue praying only to God oc-
curred when he was an dd man. |
would like to point out in this chapter
that Daniel and his companions were
men of prayer while still young.

In Danidl 2 we real that the king
had had a dream which he not only
could na understand, but neither could
he recl it. None of his wise men could
tell Nebuchadnezza the content of his
dream, so he ordered them al to be
killed. This edict evidently included
Daniel and his companions, even
though the king had na asked them to
help him (Daniel 2:13-16). What was
Daniel’s first step in finding the answer
to the problem? He and Shadrach, Me-
shach, and Abednego prayed. They
were nat only praying for the knowl-
edge of the king's dream; they were
praying for their lives. What was
Daniel’s first step after recaving the
interpretation of the dream? He prayed
again! Only then dd he go to tell the
king what he had leaned. Danidl was a
man of prayer al through his life. God
rewarded him: “ As for these four chil-
dren, God gave them knowledge and
skill in all learning and wisdom: and
Daniel had understanding in all vi-
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sionsand dreams.” (Danidl 1:17).

Would you like to have knowledge
and skill in al leaning and wisdom?
Do you have any problems with school
or college studies or with your job?
Daniel’'s saet of success can be
yours—he prayed and so should you.
The author knows from personal experi-
ence that God undrstands not only
dreams and visions and the arts and sci-
ences of ancient Egypt and Babylon, but
also physics, organic chemistry, cacu-
lus, and econamics. Prayer can provide
very pradicd help in our work and aur
studies. Ask God to show you just what
to study and what parts of the materia
to spend the most time on. If you get
bogged down in the midde of an exam,
take amoment out for prayer; ask God
to clea your mind and help you recdl
the material relevant to the problem. (It
is not recommended that one substitute
prayer for study. The Book of Proverbs
definitely states that God does not re-
ward lazness in any form. Prayer and
study must be used together).

After one has finished school andis
established in ajob, prayer isagred aid
in ore’'s work. God can not only help us
get aong with ou fellow workers, but
can aso provide help with very techni-
cd problems. God is the Creaor of the
materia universe and will help us ded
with this credion if we ad in subjedion
to and dependenceon Him

“For by grace are ye saved
through faith; and that not of your-
selves: it is the gift of God: Not of
works, lest any man should boast.”
Ephesians 2:8-9

“W hat doth it profit, my breth-
ren, though a man say he hath faith,
and have not works? Can faith save
him?” ... “Even so faith, if it hath not
works, is dead, being alone.” James
2:14&17

How can this be? In the one verse
we ae not saved by works, but the other
verse says if we dor't have works we
are dead. So we have to have works to
be saved?!?1?

At first glance this seams very con-
fusing, but it is adualy very simple.
This is where the apple treeillustration
comes in. The good tree is like atrue
Christian who hes life with God — is
saved from their sins — trusts God. The
bad treeis a non Christian — is someone
that doesn't trust God.

Lets take alook at the goodtree A
good tree gives good fruit. “Even so
every good tree bringeth forth good
fruit; but a corrupt tree bringeth
forth evil fruit.” Matthew 7:17 Here's
where the question comes in — “Does
the fruit make the tree good?’ No. A
farmer doesn’t go hanging good fruit on

his wild apple trees to make them good
It just does not work that way. If he
wants good apples he must plant good
apple trees andor fertilize and pune
them. In the same way we ae not saved
by works but by grace through faith.
Our faith in God is very important. God
only accepts thase who telieve in Him.
“He that believeth on him is not con-
demned: but he that believeth not is
condemned already, becuse he hath
not believed in the name of the only
begotten Son of God.”

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Signs of the Destruction of Jerusalem

rusalem compassed with armies, then know that its destruction has come. ... For
these are the days of vengeance, that all things which are written may be fulfill ed.

What were the signs that came to passin
Jerusalem just before its destruction?

There was a star resembling a
sword, which hung over above the dty,
which continued for awhole year.

The people came in grea crowds to
the feast of unleavened bread, on the 8"
day of the month Nisan, and at the 9"
hour (3:00 AM) alight shone aoundthe
altar and the temple that it appeaed to be
bright daytime, which light lasted helf an
hour. This light seemed to be a good
omen to some.

At this festival also a heifer, as $e
was led by the high priest to be saai-
ficed, gave birth to alamb in the midst of
thetemple aea

Moreover the eatern gate of the
inner court of the temple which was
made of brassand very heavy, so that it
took 20 men to open and close it, was
seen to be opened of its own accord at
the sixth hour of the night (midnight).
And those who kept watch in the temple
came running to the catain of the temple
and told him of it. Who then came with
help to close it again — but with grea
difficulty were they able to shut it again.
The men of leaning uncerstood it that
the seaurity of the temple was disslved
of it’s own acwrd and that the gate was
opened for the alvantage of their ene-
mies. This ggnal foreshowed the desola-
tion that was coming upon them.

A few days after the feast on the
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21st day of the month, a phenomenon
appeared in the douds before the sun
setting; chariots and troops of warriors
were running about among the douds,
surroundng o cities.

Moreover at the feast of Pentecost,
as the priests were going by night into
the inner court of the temple & their cus-
tom was, to perform their saaed minis-
trations, they felt a grea queking, and
head a gred noise, and heard the sound
of agrea multitude saying with the voice
of thunder. “Let us remove hencel”

Four yeas before the war began
there was one Jesus the son of Ananus, at
the time of grea peace in the dty of Je-
rusalem, a husbandman who came to that
feast, began on a sudden to cry aoud, “A
voice from the eat, a voice from the
west, a voice from the four winds, a
voice aainst Jerusalem and the holy
house, a voice gainst the bridegrooms
and the brides, avoice gainst this whole
people!” Day and right in al parts of the
city— his dire ay was head. However
some of the Jews took gred indignation
at thisdire ay of hisandtook him in and
gave him a severe beating, yet did he not
say anything for himself nor did he quit
that sad doom cry, bu still he went on
with the same dire ay against Jerusalem.
Whereupon our rulers sipposing as the
case proved to be, that this was a sort of
divine fury in the man, and brought him
to the Roman Procurator, where he was

whipped till his bones were bloody and
exposed, yet did he not make any suppi-
caion for himself, nor shed any teas, but
returned to his voice —saying with every
stroke of the whip, “Woe, Woe to Jerusa-
lem!” And when Albinus who was
procurator asked him, who he was?
Whence he came? And why he made
such cries? He made no reply. But con-
tinued with his dire ay; till Albinus took
him to be amadman and dsmissed him.
He went right badk to his cry “Woe, Woe
to Jerusalem,” He ontinued day and
night with his “Woe, Woe to Jerusalem.”
Nor did he give any ill words to those
who bea him every day—nor good word
to those who fed him, but this was his
reply to al men. “A voicefrom the eat,
a voice from the west, a voice aainst
this whole people!” This he did for 7
yeas and 5 months without getting
weay till the very day of the siege by the
Roman armies against Jerusalem.

You can rea the full story of this
acount in “The Works of Josephus,”
The Wars of the Jews, Book 6, Chapter
5, Paragraph 3
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There were dso false prophets who
made the people believe lies, telling of
their deliverance from the Romans. As
said the prophet, “Her prophets are
light and treacherous persons, her
priests have polluted the sanctuary,
they have done violence to the law.”
