The Kingdom Where Love And Truth Reign

Has the Kingdom of God come

to eath?

John the Baptist said: Repent ye:
for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand. (Matthew 3:2) From that time
Jesus began to preach, and to say,
Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is
at hand. (Matthew 4:17) Here the
Greek word for "at hand" is "eggizo,"
which means to bring, or approach.
This word is used in Matt. 21:1, And
when they drew nigh (eggizo) unto
Jerusalem, and were come to
Bethphage, unto the mount of Olives,
then sent Jesus two disciples ---; also
in verse 34, And when the time of the
fruit drew near, (eggizo) he sent his
servants to the husbandmen, that
they might receive the fruits of it.
Another verse that uses this word is
found in Mark 14:42, Rise up, let us
go; lo, he that betrayeth me is_at
hand. (eggizo) We can see by these
examples that the Kingdom of Heaven
was approaching and was being
brought nea.

John the Baptist dedared that the
kingdom was approaching (or at hand),
but the gostle Paul in writing to the
Colosdans, about 30 yeas later, says
in Col. 1:12-13, Giving thanks unto
the Father, which hath made us medt
to be partakers of the inheritance of
the saints in light: Who hath
delivered us from the power of
darkness, and hath trandated usinto
the kingdom of his dear Son. So we
understand that the kingdom of which
Jesusisking has arrived.

This is the same kingdom spoken
of by the angel Gabriel in Luke 1:26-
33, And in the sixth month the angel
Gabriel was ®nt from God unto a
city of Galileg named Nazareth, To
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a virgin espoused to a man whose
name was Joseph, of the house of
David; and the virgin's name was
Mary. And the angel came in unto
her, and said, Hail, thou that art
highly favoured, the Lord is with
thee blessed art thou among women.
And when she saw him, she was
troubled at his sying, and cast in
her mind what manner of salutation
this sould be. And the angel said
unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou
hast found favour with God. And,
behold, thou shalt conceve in thy
womb, and bring forth a son, and
shalt call his name JESUS. He shall
be great, and shall be alled the Son
of the Highest: and the Lord God
shall give unto him the throne of his
father David: And he shall reign
over the house of Jacob forever; and
of hiskingdom there shall be no end.

The prophets also spoke of this in
Isaiah 9:6-7. For unto us a child is
born, unto us a son is given: and the
government shall be upon his
shoulder: and his name shall be
called Wonderful, Counselor, The
mighty God, The everlasting Father,
The Prince of Peace Of the increase
of his government and peace there
shall be no end, upon the throne of
David, and upon his kingdom, to
order it, and to establish it with
judgment and with justice from
henceforth even forever. The zal of
the LORD of hostswill perform this.

Il Sam. 7:12-17, And when thy
days be fulfill ed, and thou shalt seg
with thy fathers, | will set up thy
sedl after theg which shall proceed
out of thy bowels, and | will establish
his kingdom. He shall build a house
for my name, and | will stablish the
throne of his kingdom forever. | will
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be his father, and he shall be my son.
If he commit iniquity, | will chasten
him with the rod of men, and with
the stripes of the dildren of men:
But my mercy shall not depart away
from him, as | took it from Saul,
whom | put away before thee And
thine house and thy kingdom shall be
established forever before thee thy
throne shall be established forever.
According to dl these words, and
according to dl this vision, so did
Nathan speak unto David.

Dan. 2:44, And in the days of these
kings dall the God of heaven set up
a kingdom, which shall never be
destroyed: and the kingdom shall not
be left to other people, but it shall
break in pieces and consume all these
kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever.

Paul in writing to the Colossans
says that they were in the Kingdom of
Jesus (who is God). But in Il Tim. 4:1
He dedares that Jesus will judge the
quick (living) and the deal at his
appeaing and his kingdom, referring to
Jesus' statement in Matt. 16:27-28, For
the Son of man shall come in the
glory of his Father with his angels;
and then he shall reward every man
according to his works. Verily | say
unto you, There be some standing
here, which shall not taste of death,
till they seethe Son of man coming in
his kingdom.

The allegory in Ga. 4:21-31
shows an overlap in the existence of
the old and new covenants. Tell me, ye
that desire to be under the law, do ye
not hear the law? For it is written,
that Abraham had two sons, the one
by a bondmaid, the other by a
freewoman. But he who was of the
bondwoman was born after the flesh;
but he of the freewoman was by
promise. Which things are an
allegory: for these are the two
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covenants; the one from the mount
Sinai, which gendereth to bondage,
which is Agar. For this Agar is
mount Sinai in Arabia, and
answereth to Jerusalem which now
is, and is in bondage with her
children. But Jerusalem which is
above is free, which is the mother of
usall. For it iswritten, Rejoice thou
barren that bearest not; break forth
and cry, thou that travailest not: for
the desolate hath many more
children than she which hath an
husband. Now we, brethren, as Isaac
was, are the dildren of promise. But
as then he that was born after the
flesh persecuted him that was born
after the Spirit, even so it is now.
Nevertheless, what saith the
scripture? Cast out the bondwoman
and her son: for the son of the
bondwoman shall not be heir with
the son of the freewoman. So then,
brethren, we are not children of the
bondwoman, but of the free. This
shows us that the son of promise
(Isaag could not recave the promise
till the son of bondage was cast out
(Ishmael). In this transitional period,
the Kingdom came to maturity.

The Old Covenant had to pass
away. Heb. 8:6-13, But now hath he
obtained a more excdlent ministry,
by how much also he is the mediator
of a better covenant, which was
established upon better promises.
For if that first covenant had been
faultless then should no place have
been sought for the semnd. For
finding fault with them, he saith,
Behold, the days come, saith the
Lord, when | will make a new
covenant with the house of Israel and
with the house of Judah: Not
according to the mvenant that |
made with their fathers in the day

Stage for Cutting Grass

A writer on the scientific principles involved in the process of
haymaking lays down the foll owing rules: - 1. Grass must be fully
developed before it is mown; if not, it will be found in its early
stages to contain so much water as to be reduced, on drying, into
so small a compass that it will in quantity much disappoint the
hay-maker. 2. It must not be permitted to stand urtil its seds are
formed, much less ripe. All plants, in arriving a maturity, have
their starch, and sugar, and gum, in large quantities, converted into
woody fiber-a wise provision d Providence for enabling the stem
to bear the matured seeds; and as sugar, gum, and starch, are
nutritive dements, it is desirable that these should be preserved,
and hence the point for successful grass-cutting isthat between the
full development of the plant and before the formation d their
sedls; in other words, when they are in flower.

The proper drying and storing of hay shoud be strictly attended to.
If it is put up with too much moisture in it, the fermentation is ©
violent that the hay is greatly injured in quality, and may be more
or less consumed. But hay may be made too dy; for though a
violent fermentation is to be aroided, a dight one is considered
necessary to the full development of the best qualities of the grass
as there is little doubt that it is the vinous fermentation of the
sacdarine matter of the hay which rendersit palatable to animals.

Dinah

The High Cost of Popularity

Dinah was restless She wanted to meet
some girls her own age. A little trip
into the muntryside might provide
some excitement, so Dinah went out to
seethe daughters of the land, evidently
unchaperoned. Before long, she got
into trouble with a young man named
Shechem (Genesis 34).

It is not clea if Dinah cooperated in
any way with Shechem. Afterwards, he
wanted to "do the right thing by her,"
to marry her and give her an honorable
position. But he went about it
badkwards. He should have spoken to
Jaoob first and then taken Dinah to his
home. He had "wrought folly... which
thing oudht not to be done" (verse 7).

What were the onsequences of
Dinah's trip? First, she was personaly
disgraced. Her brothers sid she had
been treaed as a harlot. We never read
of Dinah marrying or beaing chil dren,
for virginity was highly valued in a
bride in those days. (In fad, she is not
mentioned again at al, although other
women are listed in the genedogies.)
Seowond, her brothers dnned. They
deliberately lied to Shechem and his
father and murdered innocent men.
Dinah was in some sense responsible
for these murders including the murder
of the man who loved her. Third, her
father was disgracel. He feaed for his
life. He was sved from the wrath of
his neighbors by God's intervention, as
recorded in the next chapter.

Many Christian young people ae
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making dangerous excursions into this
world seeking freedom, excitement,
and popularity. Many of these
excursions end in the same way as
Dinah's. Although it is not the austom
today for a young woman's brothers to
avenge her honor, there is dill a
harvest of shame, sin, and disgraceto
be reged from immorality. "Such
things ought not to be done." When a
young person sins, his or her whole
family shares in the grief and shame
brought on by the sin.

Dea young people, worldly popularity
is never worth the cst. Even if the mst
in some cases is not outright
wickedness there usualy will be some
compromise with evil. "The friendship
of the world is enmity with God
whosoever therefore will be afriend of
the world is the enemy of God" (James
4:4). Do we want God's friendship or
the world's? We canot have both.
Only if we choose God's friendship,
will we have true friendship and
happiness at all. None of us would care
to be considered enemies of God. Let
us make sure we ae not ading asif we
were.

When they now
shoat forth, ye seeand know of your
own selves that summer is now nigh
at hand. So likewise ye, when ye see
these things come to pass know ye
that the kingdom of God is nigh at
hand. Verily | say unto you, This
generation shall not pass away, till
all be fulfilled. Here the words "nigh at
hand" are the Greek word "eggus'
which means "in the vicinity or here."
Other scriptures using this word are
Matt. 24:32-33, Matt. 26:18, Mark
132829, Eph. 2:13. Also Rev. 1:3,
Bles=d is he that readeth, and they
that hear the words of this prophecy,
and kee those things which are
written therein: for the time is at
hand. And Rev. 22:10, And he saith
unto me, Seal not the sayings of the
prophecy of this book: for thetimeis
at hand. This was written in
approximately AD 65-66.

In Luke 21:30-32 Jesus is
spe&king of the destruction of the
temple which would occur in the
generation he was geding to; thus
bringing to an end the old saaificia
system. Verse 31 says, "the kingdom of
God is nigh at hand" (eggus) meaning
it was not approaching (eggizo) but
will have arived. The destruction of
the temple occurred in the summer of
AD 70. Sincethat time there have been
no high priests offering saaificesin the
Temple. The last days of the Old
Covenant system were over! Now the
Kingdom was full y established in Jesus
Christ, the new High Priest and King.

In Luke 4:16-21 Jesus dates what
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hismisgonis:

James 2:5 Hath not God chosen the
poor of this world rich in faith and
heirs of the Kingdom?
