Josiah

Worthy Ambition

There ae several lesons for
young people to be learned from the
life of Josiah. Although he was King
of Judah for 31 yeas, he was arela-
tively young man when he died, be-
ing anly 39 yeasold.

We ae not told anything about
thefirst eight yeas of Josiah’sreign.
They were very important yeas for
Josiah (and the nation of Israd) be-
cause & the end of that time “he be-
gan to seek after the God of David
his father” (2 Chronicles 34:3).
What fadors influenced him to turn
to the God of his fathers when most
of the nation had turned from God to
idols? It probably was not the actual
reading of God's Word, sinceit ap-
pears that Josiah saw his first copy
of the law when one was discovered
in the temple during the aghteenth
yea of his reign. Perhaps it was the
influence of his mother or some
other godly person. At any rate,
Josiah was only sixteen yeas old
when he turned to God. Josiah did
not put off the most important ded-
sion of his life. Although Josiah's
life was fairly short, he had several
yeas to serve the Lord becaise he
turned to Him when he was young.
None of us knows how many yeas
we will have on this earth. Let us not
waste awy of them or risk losing
eternal life dtogether by waiting to
accept Christ “until we aeolder.”

Four yeas after Josiah began to
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seek after God he began his work of
purging Judah from idolatry. He did
not rush into a grea work before his
heart was well -establi shed in the fea
and love of God. All Christians need
to undergo a period of waiting on the
Lord in order to lean God's will for
them and to become firmly roated in
the principles of His Word before
they take up any speda work for
Him. The length of this period will
vary for ead individual, depending
on the person’'s age and maturity at
the time of his conversion, the
amount of Spiritual teaching he may
have absorbed as a dild, and how
fast a learner he is in God's shodl.
Four yeas may seam like along ap-
prenticeship, but Josiah was dill
only twenty when he began his
work.

We ae not saying that a young
Christian should go for years with-
out confessng his Saviour or giving
the gospel to anyone; far be the
thought! But we need to be well-
established before we begin any
public ministry.

Having set out upon his work,
however, he let nothing stand in his
way. Some of the @ominations he
took away had been established by
Solomon and hed been around for
hundreds of yeas. Josiah dd not
bow to the traditions of men nor did
he dtempt to cultivate the gproval

of his contemporaries. He was con-
cerned only with God' s approval and
with serving Him. He was dili gent
and dd his work thoroughly. He
ground the images and altars into
dust and even burned the bones of
priests who had conducted the false
worship. (A more @mmplete acount
of hiswork is given in 2 Kings 23)
Let us follow his example in the
conduct of the work that God has
given or will give usto do. Let usdo
diligently and thoroughly what God
has given us to do and look aly to
Him for approval.

It took Josiah six yeas to purge
the land, but he did not retire from
adive servicefor the Lord when this
was done. His next projed was the
restoration of the temple and the
worship associated with it. During
this period of hislife we see Josiah's
reaction to the Word of God when
he became aquainted with its pre-
cepts. Josiah took it to heat; he a-
plied it to himself first. He might
have mntrasted his own behavior
with that of the people around hm
and comforted himself with the
thoughts of his superior morality.
But instead, he humbled himself be-
fore God and rent his clothes. When
we see ourselves in the light of the
Word of God and measure ourselves
by God's gandard, there is no room
for self-congratulation. After Josiah
had head God's Word read and ex-
pounded, he made sure the people
heard it. Anyone who is truly con-
vinced of the redity of the promises
and warnings in God's Word will
want to share them with others. They
are too important to keep to aur-
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selves. Finally, Josiah based his wor-
ship and the order of the temple on
God’'s Word. He céebrated the pass-
over as God had commanded. We
cannot worship God on our own
terms; we must come to Him on His
terms. There is no room in Scripture
for persona preference or “doing
one’'s own thing” in the manner of
our worship. To attempt to tell God
that we know what He desires better
than He does is blasphemy.

We now come to Josiah's deah.
Thisis the first time the lesson to be
leaned from Josiah is a negative
one. From 2 Chronicles 35:20 we
may infer that Josiah had finished
restoring the temple before his
deah. He was an energetic man of
adion and he was looking for a new
projed. Alas, he did not look to God
for diredions, but undertook a mili-
tary campaign in dired disobedience
to the reveded will of God. The re-
sult was his deah and the beginning
of the fall of the kingdom of Judah.
It is good to be energetic and ambi-
tious, but let us be energetic in car-
rying out God’'s will, and rot ours;
and let us be ambitious for the in-
crease of God's glory, and rot ours.
If we desire blessng rather than dis-
aster, we must obey God.

“Thou Shalt Not Steal” (Exodus 20:15)

Spoken by God Himself some
four thousand yeas ago, the Ten
Commandments dill give a solid
founcition for building a home.
The aghth commandment states
firmly, forcefully and finaly,
“Thou shalt not steal.” These
words dhoud be carried in the
heat of every adult and dligently
taught to every child.
(Deuteronamy 6:7,8).

Although these next words are
abou two thousand yeas old, the
truth they contain is also very rele-
vant for us today. And they are es-
pedaly applicable to parents.
“Thou therefore which teachest
another. Teachest thou not thy-
self? Thou that preachest a man
should not steal, dost thou
steal?” (Romans 2:21)

A look at the following ques-
tions will help us determine how
caefully we redly obey this com-
mandment. It stands guardian over
the things God hes entrusted to
men.

1. What would my family ex-
ped meto doif they leaned that |
had receved five ceits too much
change with ou last store pur-
chase? One man reportedly walked
three miles to return six cents of
wrongly cdculated change. He
eaned the name, “Honest Abe.”

Sadly, it is reported that twenty-
five million bools are not returned
to ou nation's libraries every yea.
Do | have awy books that do rot
belong to me?

3. An item may not be new
when it is borrowed, but to return
that item broken, is to rob the
owner of its value. Do | make
proper compensation?

4. Have | given in to the
temptation to misrepresent things
when dffering them for sale? Do |
drive hard bargains when making
purchases? “It is naught, it is
naught. saith the buyer: but
when he is gone his way, then he
boasteth” (Proverbs 20:14).

5. If 1 find something of
value that has been lost by ancther,
do | put forth horest effort to find
the rightful owner?
