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“Why do you dress that way.” 
I looked up quickly to see an older 
man and his wife waiting for our 
reply. My sisters and I were wear-
ing modest dresses, and this older 
couple had been watching us for 
some time and they had now come 
to question us.  

“ I am a Christian and accord-
ing to God’s word, women and men 
are to dress modestly.” I say.  

“We, uh, well we’ re Christians 
too and we don’ t dress the way you 
do.”  

“ In Deuteronomy 22:5 the Bi-
ble states: “ The woman shall not 
wear that which per taineth unto 
a man, neither shall a man put on 
a woman’s garment: for all that 
do so are abomination unto the 
Lord thy God.”  Also in 1 Timothy 
2:9-10 is says: “ In like manner 
also, that woman adorn them-
selves in modest apparel, with 
shamefacedness and sobr iety; not 
with broided hair , or gold, or 
pear ls, or costly arr ay; But 
(which becometh women profess-
ing godliness) with good works.”  I 
replied.  

After a few more minutes of 
small talk the couple left.  

The conversation above really 
happened. My sisters and I were 
questioned concerning our beliefs 
about dressing modestly and we 
answered accordingly.  

In a nut shell those two verses 
clearly explain why we (men/boys 
and girls/woman) dress modestly. 

We dress modestly not because we 
were forced to, we dress modestly 
because we want to. That last state-
ment has thrown more people off 
track than I can count. Why in the 
world would we want to dress in 
modest dresses, jumpers, shirts and 
skirts for the girls, modest shirts 
and pants for the boys. Why would 
we?  

We are Bible believing and 
obeying Christians.  

If you are truly a Christian 
something has to change in your 
life. I have never met someone who 
was truly a Christian and God had 
not changed their life. There are 
lots of professing Christians who 
will not change to fit God’s rules or 
plans. Dressing modestly is only 
one aspect of how you can witness 
for God. But dressing modestly 
plays a big part in a Christian’s life, 
because it is the outward appear-
ance that is a reflection of the heart.  

I have been wearing dresses 
all the time since I was 6 years old. 
My parents did not know why peo-
ple should dress modestly until they 
were challenged and began to 
search God’s word. Even at the age 
of 6 years old when I wore pants, 
shorts... or any other immodest ap-
parel, I felt bad. I always wanted to 
wear dresses, jumpers, or modest 
skirts. When my parents obeyed the 
Bible and I wore modest clothing 
all the time, I was glad. When I 
wasn’ t wearing modest clothing I 
felt half-way undressed.  

Speaking of ‘Dress’  
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But the sense of guilt that eve-
ryone has when they don’ t wear 
modest clothing is over run with 
feel-goodism, don’ t fall for it. 
Don’ t wear (or not wear) clothing 
just because it will make you fit in. 
Ask yourself is this modest? Does it 
reveal things that shouldn’ t be re-
vealed? If God were to walk into 
your house right now, would you 
run and change because you were 
embarrassed by your clothing? Or 
could you face God with a clear 
conscience and be happy to have 
him call you a Christian witness.  

One last thing I would like to 
ask you, If God were to visit earth 
now, what do you think he would 

wear? Would he wear shorts and a 
tank-top? Would he go against his 
word and dress immodestly just to 
fit in? God made us in His image; 
how in the world can you not obey 
God? God who created you... are 
you ignoring God’s word? Or de-
liberately disobeying? After reading 
this you cannot say that you haven’ t 
heard/read that God has rules for 
dressing. Don’ t put off getting right 
with God. God may come back 
anytime. Don’ t be left behind. I’m 
praying for you.

Webster’s definition of beauty 
is, the quality present in a thing or 
person that gives intense pleasure or 
deep satisfaction to the mind, whether 
arising from sensory manifestations 
(as shape, color, sound, etc.), a mean-
ingful design or pattern, or something 
else (as a personality in which high 
spiritual qualities are manifest). 

Some think that beautiful clothes 
are clothes with ruff les or lace or other 
decorations, or maybe a pattern or 
print that will “ catch people’s eye.” 
Yet, Jesus said that Solomon in all his 
glory was not arrayed like a lil y of the 
field. (Matthew 6:28-29) The Psalmist 
often speaks of the beauty of holiness. 

Read 1 Peter 3:1-6 and 1 Timo-
thy 2:9-15. In the sight of God the or-
nament of a meek and quiet spirit is of 
great price. The adornment of modest 
apparel, with shamefacedness and so-
briety and good works is becoming to 
a woman professing godliness. 

If our affection is on things 
above, we will value what God values. 
God’s ways and thoughts are higher 
than ours, as the heavens are higher 
than the earth. (Isaiah 55:8-9) The 
foolishness of God is wiser than the 
wisdom of man. (1 Corinthians 1:25-
31) I believe the ornaments of man are 
ugly compared to the ornament of a 
meek and quiet spi ri t. Man’ s 
“beautiful” clothes are ugly compared 
to the beautiful garment of salvation 
and the robe of righteousness that 
Christ gives. (Isaiah 61:10) 

God has said, “Let it not be that 
outward adorning.” If God has said, 
“Let it not be,” then there is no ques-

tion where to draw the line. The ques-
tion we should ask ourselves is, “Why 
do we wear what we do.” Also ask 
yourself, “Will anyone think I am 
wearing this for show, thereby giving 
the appearance of pride.”  

All we who have come to the 
age of accountabilit y have pride and 
deceit showing. Innocent children are 
not marred with that ugliness. We can 
only enter the kingdom when we be-
come as a child by letting Christ cover 
our nakedness with his righteousness. 
Let’s not detract from the beauty of 
our children by clothing them with 
man’s vanities. Let’s teach them from 
the start what true beauty is, some-
thing that does not fade. “ Woe to the 
crown of pr ide, to the drunkards of 
Ephraim, whose glor ious beauty is a 
fading flower, …”  Isaiah 28:1 

Yes, it is true our clothes wil l not 
get us to heaven. But if we deliber-
ately do what God has said, “Let it not 
be,” we have unbelief and that will 
keep us out of heaven.

What Are Beautiful Clothes? 
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Young People of the Bible 
A Series of Bible Character Stories that teach a lesson. 

We first meet Timothy in Acts 
16. Paul was in the course of his sec-
ond missionary trip. Evidently Timo-
thy had been converted when Paul had 
first visited Lystra. He was well spo-
ken of by the brethren in Lystra and 
Iconium and Paul wanted Timothy to 
accompany him on his journey. 

Timothy not only accompanied 
Paul, he was sent to various places as 
Paul’s representative (1 Corinthians 
16:10, l Thessalonians 3:1-8). Timo-
thy continued as Paul’s representative 
after Paul was in prison (Phili ppians 
2:19-23). In this last passage we learn 
why Paul trusted Timothy as his rep-
resentative and messenger. “ I have no 
man likeminded, who wil l naturally 
care for your state. For all [others] 
seek their own, not the things which 
are Jesus Christ’s.” Many of Paul’s 
other acquaintances had evidently left 
their first love and zeal for the Lord to 
settle down in the world. 

Paul’s epistles to Timothy give 
good advice to all young Christian 
people. “Let no man despise thy 
youth; but be thou an example of the 
believers, in word, in conversation, in 
love, in spirit, in faith, in purity” (1 
Timothy 4:12). There would be no 
“youth problem” if all young people 
(and older ones) followed the precepts 
of this verse and if young people de-
termined to set an example of holiness 
to all believers. The first two verses of 
1 Timothy 5 show the attitude a 
young person should have toward 
other people: “Rebuke not an elder 

sharply, but exhort him as a father, 
younger men as brethren, elder 
women as mothers, younger women 
as sisters, with purity” (Darby Trans-
lation). 

“Flee also youthful lusts” (2 
Timothy 2:22). Many people think of 
“youthful lusts” as being primarily 
sexual; yet desire for wealth and a 
great name in the world are also asso-
ciated with youth. In 1 Timothy 6:11, 
Timothy is specifically told to flee the 
latter.  

Examples are given of ways in 
which young people may use their 
abundant energy—as a good soldier 
of Jesus Christ, as a runner in the race 
for heavenly rewards, and as a hard-
working farmer who sows the seed of 
God’s Word (2 Timothy 2:3-6). 

Timothy was imprisoned at 
some time in his life (Hebrews 13:23), 
but we know nothing of what became 
of him after Paul’s death. No doubt he 
continued to care for God’s people 
and to “do the work of an evangelist” 
as long as he remained on this earth. 
Let us all follow Timothy’s example 
and heed Paul’s instructions to this 
young man.

We had gone 
upstairs to take an afternoon nap and 
the other children had gone outside to 
play and then chore. When Anthony 
woke from his nap, in the cedar chest, 
he was having extreme headaches 
from lack of oxygen.

I had no reason 
to go through the living room before 
going to the basement to get my boots 
but I did. I heard him yell , and started 
looking. I found him. He was not able 
to chore because of the headaches but 
he was alive. Praise God! 

Another miracle God did for An-
thony was healing him when he was 
sick and had the signs of spinal men-
ingitis. Our family all gathered 
around to pray before my wife left for 
the doctor. After they left, I cried out 
to God for help. Suddenly on the way 
to the doctor he felt better. He was 
able to walk in, without help and the 
doctor found nothing. He came home 
and ate a full meal, and kept it down, 
when previously he had not been able 

to keep down any food or water for 
several days. 

When Austin was a year old he 
was having a lot of seizures. When he 
was anointed, God healed him. Many 
times God’s protecting hand has been 
over us. We are thankful to serve 
such a great God who loves us so 
much! 

We believe a personal relation-
ship with Jesus is more than just a 
one time event of our li fe. We must 
have a daily relationship with Jesus 
Christ personally, die to our self, and 
keep a clear conscience. 

One thing that has helped us keep 
a clear conscience in our family is 
what we call  accountabilit y.

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How can it be that Jesus is both 
the Son of God and the Son of Man? 
What is meant by his being the Son of 
God? What is meant by his being the 
Son of Man? 

First let us look at his being the 
Son of God. The word “God” here 
means; Deity, supreme, very good, 
{ as defined by #2316 in Strong’s con-
cordance} . 

It is recorded in Matt. 3:17 “A 
voice from heaven, saying, “This my 
beloved Son in whom I am well 
pleased.” This provides us with a wit-
ness from heaven that Jesus is the Son 
of God. His disciples confirmed this 
by saying, (Matt. 14:33) “ that of a 
truth thou art the Son of God,” be-
cause that they had seen Jesus com-
manding Peter to walk on water. Peter 
clearly shared that he believed Jesus 
was the Christ, the Son of the living 
God (Matt. 16:16). Again Jesus 
clearly stated he is the Son of God to 
the man who had been blind, that he 
restored his sight to (John 9:35-37). 

There are many more scriptures 
confirming that Jesus was God, like 
when he said that he was before Abra-
ham (John 8:54-58, and as recorded in 
John 1:1-18 of the Word being God 
and that the Word was made flesh and 
dwelt among us. 

This brings us to the next point, 
that Jesus was also the Son of Man. 

The word Man means Adam in 
the Old Testament (#120 Strong’s) 
and a human being in the New Testa-
ment (#444 Strong’s). The Bible also 
tells us that he was born of a woman 
(Gal. 4:4). The Bible tells us that he 
had brothers and sisters (Matt. 13:55 
& 56; Mark 6:33; 1 Cor. 9:5; & Gal. 

1:19). 
The term Son of Man always re-

ferred to a son born of Adam, whether 
it was used as a title for Jesus or some 
other man (Ezek. 2:1-8; 3:1-17; 
Daniel 7:13; Matt. 16:27; 20:28; 26:2 
& etc). 

God promised to the serpent in 
the Garden of Eden that Eve’s 
(woman’s) seed would crush him 
(Gen. 3:15). This, of course, was Jesus 
who was born of a woman. In Deut. 
18:15-19, Moses prophesies that a 
Prophet would be raised from among 
their midst (one of them). Then in the 
New Testament we find Jesus himself 
stating that he, (the Son of Man) 
would be killed and be raised back to 
li fe again, (Mark 10:33-45). 

He even calls himself the Son of 
Man (Adam) in declaration of his 2nd 
coming, (Matt. 16:27 &28). The 
Apostle Paul also called Jesus by the 
name, Adam, (1 Cor. 15:45-49). 

Now some people will claim that 
Jesus was not tempted like us, because 
that he being God, the temptation 
would have been different, but Heb. 
4:14-16 tell s us that Jesus was 
tempted in all points like as we are. 
Matt. 4:1-11 goes into detail telli ng us 
how Jesus was tempted, and it was 
just like you and I get tempted, and 
how Eve was tempted too, with pas-
sion (lust of the flesh); possession 
(lust of the eye); and position  (pride 
of life). 

Notice that the Apostle John used 
these expressions (1 John 2:15-17) to 
describe what the world is that we 
struggle against. The Apostle James 
explains how that it is lust that enters 
us and if we yield, it produces sin, 

Jesus the Son of God-Jesus the Son of Man 
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which in turn has a penalty of death, 
(James 1:12-15). 

Isaiah 53:1-12, tells us more of 
Jesus’ suffering, and Matt. 8:20 tells 
us that he did not even have a place to 
call home. 

Now, 1 John 4:1-6 tells us to try 
the spirits; and that every spirit that 
does not confess that Jesus came in 
the flesh  (son of Adam) has an anti-
christ spirit. 

Some people deny Jesus’ deity. 
Some deny that he was a Son of 
Adam. However we have seen that he 
was both. 

A wide spread belief is that before 
Adam sinned, he and Jesus were both 
equal before God. A question for that 
is found by reading, 1 Cor. 15:45-49. 
The first Adam was of the earth, and 
the second Adam (Jesus), was from 
heaven. It is true that Jesus, by being 
born of a woman, had this characteris-
tic too. But Adam was not from 
heaven, and never at any time, was he 
called God as Jesus was. Adam had an 
earthly nature, even as he walked and 
talked with God. Jesus had both an 
earthly nature and a heavenly divine 
nature and he also talked with God his 
Father. 

It is necessary for us, if we are 
going to be overcoming temptations to 
sin, to be born again of the Spirit of 
God (John 3:6 & Rom. 8:9). 

Some argue that the reason man 
sins, is because man has a fallen and 
depraved nature. Those folks argue 
that when Adam and Eve sinned in the 
Garden, their nature changed and so 
now man is prone to sin, whereas be-
fore he was not. Why then did Adam 
and Eve sin  when they supposedly 
had a divine nature? It seems to me 
that they behaved the same as people 
do today. James 3:9 tells us that men 

are made after the similit ude of God, 
just like Genesis 1:26 & 27 says, that 
God made man after his own image. I 
believe it is incorrect to say that 
Adam’s nature changed when he 
sinned. Rather what his nature was 
became known by his action.  

There is a doctrine held by the 
Catholic Church as taught by St. 
Augustine, called Original Sin. Read-
ing from the Catechism of the Catho-
lic Church, (authorized by John Paul 
the 3rd in 1986), section 404 says, 
“How did the sin of Adam become the 
sin of all his descendants? The whole 
human race is in Adam “as one body 
of one man.” By this “unity of the hu-
man race” all men are implicated in 
Christ’s justice. Still, the transmission 
of original sin is a mystery that we 
cannot fully understand. But we do 
know, by revelation, that Adam had 
received original holiness and justice 
not for himself alone, but for all hu-
man nature. By yielding to the 
tempter, Adam and Eve committed a 
personal sin, but this sin affected the 
human nature that they then would 
transmit in a fallen state. It is a sin, 
which wil l be transmitted by propaga-
tion to all mankind, that is, by the 
transmission of a human nature, de-
prived of original holiness and justice. 
And that is why original sin is called 
“sin” only in an analogical sense; it is 
a sin “contracted” and not commit-
ted” – a state and not an act.”  

If you notice it is here taught that 
all of Adam’s offspring inherit his sin. 
Now it is true that all have sinned 
(Rom. 5:12), however I do not believe 
that this means we sinned while we 
were in Adam’s loin’s, and somehow 
are guilty of being part of his decision 
to sin, but rather having Adam’s na-
ture we are prone to sin, and have all 
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ourselves sinned.  
If it were true that because of 

Adam’s sin we are all condemned 
(Rom. 5:12) then it must also be true 
that through Jesus we are all 
(everyone of Adam’s race) released 
from the penalty of sin and death, and 
are all made alive (Rom. 5:17&18). 
Of course, this is not understanding 
the scripture in Romans properly. It is 
Adam’s nature in us that causes us to 
sin, and it is by faith in the righteous-
ness of Jesus that we live and do not 
sin. So then we cannot, and may not, 
blame-shift our sins unto Adam. 

It seems that some Protestants 
went even further with the Original 
Sin doctrine then the Catholic Church 
did. These people say a man is so to-
tally depraved that he cannot even call 
out for mercy and help from God, 
unless God picks him out and extends 
a special grace that is only for certain 
people. They teach that only certain 
people can be saved from their lost 
condition. I am glad that God in his 
wisdom had his scribes declare that 
“Jesus died once for all ” (Heb. 10:10) 
also that it is not the will of God that 
any should perish, (2 Peter 3:9). Reve-
lation 22:17 tells us that the invitation 
by the Holy Spirit and the Church is 
that whosoever is thirsty for life may 
come. 

To say that only certain people 
are elected by God to be saved and 
live holy lives, is to say that the rest 
who are called sinners are also doing 
the will of God, if it is true that they 
are doing what God planned for them. 
So then I ask what is sin, if it is not 
missing the mark or goal that God 
meant for them? 

Charles Finney said, “The foun-
dation of the error of which I speak, is 
the dogma that human nature is sinful 

in itself; and that, therefore sinners are 
entirely unable to become Christians. 
It is admitted, either expressly or vir-
tually, that sinners may want to be 
Christians, and often try to be Chris-
tians, and yet somehow fail.  

“ It had been the practice, and still 
is to some extent, when ministers 
were preaching repentance, and urging 
the people to repent, to save their or-
thodoxy by telli ng them that they 
could not repent, any more than they 
could make a world. But the sinner 
must be set to do something; and with 
all their orthodoxy, they could not 
bear to tell him he had nothing to do. 
They must therefore, set him self 
righteously to pray for a new heart. 
They would sometimes tell him to do 
his duty, to press forward in duty, to 
read his Bible, to use the means of 
grace; in short, they would tell him to 
do any thing and everything, but the 
very thing which God commanded 
him to do. God commands him to re-
pent now, to believe now, and to make 
him a new heart now. But they were 
afraid to urge God’s claims in this 
form, because they were continually 
telli ng the sinner that he had no abili ty 
whatever to do these things.”  

  On this Original Sin idea, I have 
even heard some people claim that 
Adam’s genes changed when he 
sinned, and when we are born again in 
Christ, that our genes change back to 
being like Adam’s original genes. 

The problem with all of this is 
that Jesus called himself the Son of 
Man (Adam) and as I showed earlier 
there is plenty of evidence that he was 
a man of the same race as Adam. 

Now if the Original Sin doctrine 
or Total Depravity as some call i t, is 
true, then Jesus also must have inher-
ited Adam’s sin and would necessarily 
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have had a depraved nature. But the 
scriptures tell us that he was without 
sin (1 Peter 2:22, & 2 Cor. 5:21). 

Remember that Jesus called him-
self the Son of Man and that to be that 
his body (flesh and bone) was a de-
scendent of Adam and that he was 
tempted in all points like unto us 
(Heb. 4:15). He had the same tempta-
tions and human flesh the rest of us 
have. Yes, I believe Menno Simmons 
was wrong when he said that women 
do not contribute any genes to the off-
spring, but all the genes come from 
the father. 

Consider 1 John 4:1-3, where the 
scripture teaches that whoever doesn’ t 
believe that Jesus came in the flesh 
(Son of Adam), has the spirit of anti-
christ. If you are thinking like I am, 
you probably wil l now consider the 
Original Sin and total depravity doc-
trines to be false and misleading, even 
being antichrist! 

There is a possibilit y that John 
had the Gnostics in mind when he 
wrote these words. The Gnostics had 
many varied ideas. On our subject 
here, they had a belief that the Deity 
descended on Jesus at his baptism, 
and ascended again to heaven before 

his crucifixion. Their idea seems to be 
that of  a spirit that enlightens, an in-
ner light, that He became an enlight-
ened one, teaching we all can become 
gods in the same manner as Jesus was 
God. This is the conclusion of my un-
derstanding of what the Gnostics be-
lieved. Of course, you understand that 
I believe this is denying that Jesus 
came in the flesh, the flesh born of a 
woman and tempted in all points like 
we are. There are still people living 
today who believe like the Gnostics. 
You need to try the spirits to see 
whether they are of God, because 
many false prophets are gone out into 
the world. 

In closing, let me assure you that, 
God so loved the world that he gave 
his only begotten Son, that whosoever 
believeth in him should not perish, but 
have everlasting life. For God sent not 
his Son into the world to condemn the 
world; but that the world though him 
might be saved, (John 3:16 & 17).

Dress to suit the character 

you want people to believe you 
are. Conservatism in dress is al-
ways good. The avoidance of 
show and finery is always best. 
Bulwer put it, “A gentleman’s 

taste in dress is upon principle of 
the avoidance of all things ex-
travagant.”  

 
You profess to be a follower 

of the meek and lowly Christ; then 
to dress li ke a son or daughter of 
Jezebel is to belie your profession. 

 
The church from the days of 

its founding, has stood committed 
to plainness of dress and simplic-
ity of style for all its members, for 
the avoidance of the wearing of 
jewelry and make up. It is wholly 
unbecoming to a Christian to 
dress li ke a worldling, to wear the 
trappings and adornments of the 
age. 

 
Look your wardrobe over. 

What does it say? Does it foster 
pride or induce Christlikeness? 
Are there some items that you 
would be embarrassed for the 
Master to question you about in 
the light of His command to evan-
gelize all nations? 

 
Make your dress a part of 

your witness for Christ. Dress in 
the Biblical style and seek always 
to honor Christ.

The Bible says in Romans 3:23, 
“For all have sinned and come short 
of the glory of God.” This means eve-
ryone has sinned. This includes you. 
Right? The Bible also says Romans 
6:23, “For the wages of sin is death; 
but the gift of God is eternal li fe 
through Jesus Christ our Lord.” This 
verse tells me the wages or payment 
for sin is death (or hell ). 

John 3:3, “Jesus answered and 
said unto him, “Verily, verily I say 
unto thee, except a man be born again 
he cannot see the kingdom of God.” 
Jesus died so we can be born again.  

John 14:6, “Jesus saith onto him,

She spoke to a crowd gathered 
at the Parishvil le Town Hall .

She 
has recently been diagnosed with 
Multiple Sclerosis, which has af-
fected her eyesight and her mobili ty. 
Being deaf, her eyesight is very im-
portant to her. She said, “ If I  become 
blind, I will still see God and if I end 
up in a wheel chair, I will still walk 
with Him. 

 Sue wrote a book about her li fe, 
called Silent Night.

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& ommunication is so important 
because God made us for fel-

lowship with Himself and with a 
need for each other.  

Though most of us can see, 
hear, and speak, (and have access to 
mail service, phones, and email) 
we, too often, utterly fail to com-
municate effectively and understand 
each other. 

The reasons for misunderstand-
ing are many.  

It is especially hard to under-
stand someone who is trying to hide 
his real self.  

Do we value people enough to 
want to understand them and hear 
what they have to say? Or is our 
own comfort and glory our only 
concern? 

When we hear and see some-
one, we may “hear” them saying 
much more than the words they 
said. And what we “heard” might 
be nothing close to what they 
meant.  

At times we forget every good 
thing someone says or does, but re-
member one negative thing in 
which we think we know what they 
meant. The more we think about it, 
the surer we are that that was what 
they said.  

If we mistakenly imagine a put 
down, our pain is real even though 
the put-down isn’ t. 

Sometimes we misunderstand 
and take correction as rejection in-
stead of direction. 

If we take something personally 
that wasn’ t meant to be, we may 
burn with shame needlessly. We 
may end up falsely accusing and 
causing more pain to the one we 
think is the scoundrel than what the 
“scoundrel” caused to us.  

When we misunderstand, are 
careless, or use hasty words and ac-
tions, we may break a heart un-
awares.  

The apostle Paul said of him-
self, Who was before a blas-
phemer, and a persecutor , and 
injur ious: but I obtained mercy, 
because I did it ignorantly in un-
belief. 1 Timothy 1:13 

Thank God we can obtain 
mercy from Jesus Christ. He, the 
Son of God, came to earth as a man 
and was tempted li ke we but never 
sinned. He gave His li fe a ransom 
for us. When He was hanging on 
the cross, He said, Father , forgive 
them; for they know not what 
they do, (Luke 23:34).  

If you give yourself to Him, He 
wil l forgive you and free you from 
your sin and open your eyes so that 
you may learn to know what you 
are doing.  

Jesus was hated without a 
cause. (John 15:25) He is love; yet 
we rejected Him. When you are 
misunderstood or rejected, know 
that Jesus understands and cares.

spising the shame, and is set down 
at the right hand of the throne of 
God. Hebrews 12:1&2 

Follow Christ’s example. En-
dure your cross and He wil l help 
you to forgive. Do not turn it 
around and despise your cross and 
endure the shame, if the shame 
doesn’ t belong to you. If you hate, 
seek revenge, or falsely accuse, you 
have not endured the pain of your 
cross. If you endure, there will be 
joy set before you, too. 

Do not keep the pain for later 
revenge or you will become bitter 
inside. 

By God’s grace, use the pain 
and anger constructively. Let it mo-
tivate you to compassion—to tear 
down the walls built by ignorance 
and fear. The pain and anger will 
dissipate into joy. 

And He (Christ) said to the 
disciples, I t is impossible but that 
offenses (meaning to cause to sin) 
will come. But woe to him 
through whom they come! Luke 
17:1 Offenses will come because of 
pride and selfishness and because 
we often do not know what we are 
doing. 

 As the Bible and the Holy 
Spirit teach us, we will become bet-
ter communicators.  

Intention is not communica-
tion. It doesn’ t give us a view of the 
other side. 

We should not be so quick to 
assume and surmise. Much misun-
derstanding can be prevented if we 
repeat back to the person what we 

think they are saying.   
Doing things God’s way will 

stop the cycle of disappointment in 
and fear of each other. He loved us 
first. 

Look for the value in everyone 
and communicate your appreciation 
to him or her.  

God communicates to us how 
much he values us; He opened the 
way for us to come back to him and 
forgave us. Do the same for others.   

But to do good and to com-
municate forget not: f or with 
such sacr ifices God is well 
pleased. Hebrews 13:16 

It takes a sacrifice to do good 
and communicate. It takes time. We 
may have to lay down our pride and 
our fear of rejection. There is a risk 
in reaching out in love. We may be 
misunderstood or rejected.   

When I misunderstand and of-
fend others, I want them to commu-
nicate with me rather than just 
leave. Since I may not know, please 
explain what I have done so I can 
apologize and make restitution if 
necessary. Risk my ignorance of the 
truths I have not yet grasped. Con-
front the fears that build the walls. 

To refuse to communicate is 
rejection. It is cowardly withdrawal. 
Genuine communication is fellow-
ship—with God first then with oth-
ers.
