Therefore if thine ememy hunger, feed him; if hethirst, give him drink: for in
so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on hishead. Be not overcome of evil, but
overcome evil with goad."

Killi ng Fowls.

The best method d Kkilli ng fowls is to cut their heads off with a single
blow, with a sharp axe, and then hang them up, and alow them to
bleed fredy. By this process they never know what hurts them, or
endure pain for a second. Wringing the necks of poultry is aimost as
shocking as nailing their fed to planks, for the purpose of fattening
them, and follows in the same barbarous caegory.

Proper Time for Slaughtering Animals.

It has lately been ascertained, by a French chemigt, that the flesh of
animals that are killed in the latter part of the night will kegp much
longer, without salting, than it will when they are kill ed in the daytime.
This proves that the flesh is better fitted for keguing when the life and
blood are taken from the anima at the time its temperature is the
lowest, and the respiration the least adive. Hence, the reason that the
flesh of animals that have been highly heaed or hard driven, will
scacdy keep at all.

To Prevent Tod's from Rusting.

Every farmer has or ought to have a tod-shop, containing saws,
chisels, hatchets, gimblets, augers, and the like. Used only
occasionaly, they are liable to become rusty. To prevent this, every
now and then, espedally after having been exposed to moisture, wipe
them perfedly dry, and then give them a @at of grease or ail. After the
season of using them is over, do the same to hoes, spades, and the iron
of ploughs and ather farm implements liable to injury from rust.

How to Prevent the Decy of Woodin Farm Implements.

When ot in use, have them sheltered from the sun, wind, rain, and
snow. By this means deds, sleighs, wagons, carts, ploughs, harrows,
and the like, will 1ast about twice & long as they would if left in the
open air, swelling from moisture one week, and shrinking the next,
from the influence of the sun and wind. In a few yeas more than
enough would be destroyed thereby than to build shelters two or three
times.

Jamb and Esau

The Story of a Bad Bargain

Have you ever made what you
thought was a good kargain, only to find
out later that it wasn't so good after all?
That is what happened to Esau.

Jamb and Esau were twins, but
they were very unalike. They didn't look
alike ad they had dfferent interests.
Esau was a hunter who loved to roam
the hills looking for game. Jacob spent
his time doser to home, tending sheep.
One day Esau went out hunting, and
when he got home, he was very hungry.
Jamb had been cooking lentil stew.
Esau asked Jamb for some of the stew;
Jamb refused to give him any but
agreed to sell him some in exchange for
Esau's birthright (Genesis 25:27-31).

Before going on with our story,
perhaps | should explain what a
birthright is. In ancient times, the oldest
son receved the grea bulk of his
father's property at the time of his
father's deah. This was his birthright as
oldest son. In Esau's case his birthright
would not only include his fathers catle
and money but all the promises God had
given to Abraham: his descendants
would bemme a grea nation, God
would give him speda protedion, all
nations of the eath would be blessd
through hm (the Messiah would be
among his descendants), and his
descendants would receve the land of
Canaan as their own (Genesis 12:1-3,
7). This certainly would have been a
wonderful inheritance

But Esau thought he was going to
die of hunger; and he evidently didn't
think any birthright worth dying for, so
he areeal to sall it to Jacob for some
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stew (Genesis 5:32-34). God said Esau
“despised his birthright.” Later, when
Esau redized just what he had lost in
this sle, he wept bitterly; but there was
no way he could get back the blessng
he had exchanged for a bowl of stew
(Genesis 27:34-38, Hebrews 12:16, 17).

Many, many people in this world
are selling their hope of eternal blessng
for something that has as much red
value as a bowl of stew. What people
want in exchange for their blessng
varies with the person. Some want
pleasure, others money, still others fame
and worldly recognition. But when, in
eternity, they redize what they have
lost, they will "lift up their voices and
weeg" and redize that none of these
things were worth the price paid.

God wants each one of us to have
eterna life. He "gave His only begotten
Son, that whosoever believeth in Him
should not perish, but have everlasting
life" (John 3:16). He offers eternal life
as agift, but thislifeisthrough His Son,
the Lord Jesus Christ (Romans 6:23). If
we want eternal life, we must accept the
Lord Jesus Christ as our own personal
Lord and Savior. Don't let an interest in
the atradions of the world cause you to
neglect or reged Christ. Your soul in
exchange for anything is a bad bargain.
"For what shall it profit a man, if he
shall gain the whole world and lose his
own soul?" (Mark 8:36).

A Christian's armor consists of
seven basic things. the belt of
truth, the breastplate of
righteousness the shoes of peace,
the shield o faith, the helmet of
salvation, the sword o the spirit,
and prayer.

Let us gudy first the belt of truth.
"Stand therefore having your
loins girt about with truth..."
Ephesians 6:14. God is
instructing usto pu on the belt of
truth first. That is the foundation
of al the amor.

Next is the bresstplate of
righteousness It is the second
piece of armor God has
commanded us to pu on. A
breastplate provides protedion
for the vital parts of the body
such as the heart and lungs. It is
an indispensable objed to have.

The third thing God commands
us to pu on are the shoes of
peace.

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Plans for an alarm clock that will wake you up.

You will need:

Your parents permisson.

A tapeplayer, radio, or some
kind of machine that will talk, (make
sound). | used a tapeplayer because |
can control what ison it.

A mechanical alarm clock,
(ringer type).

A switch. The switch must be
able to operate with very little
presare. The type that | used was
made with two metal strips fastened
together, at one end, with molded,
insulative plastic, in a way that it
held the two metal strips apart. There
were wires hooked to the metal
strips. When you pushed on one
blade, it would make @ntact with
the other blade, and complete the
circuit. The best placeto get a switch
like that is out of an old tapeplayer,
which iswhere | got my switch.

Quick setting epoxy glue.

Some aedivity and a lot of
commonsense.

We will start with the darm clock.
Take it out of its case so you can see
how it works. Adjust the darm clock
so that it will ring by manually turning
the time &ead. Take note as to what
triggers the darm. There will be
something that moves when the darm
goes off. Now you want to glue your
switch to the darm clock in a way that
the "thing" pushes the two
switchblades together when the darm
goes off. It can be tricky to get the
blade gap just right, and you may neel
to hold the switch in place while the
epoxy hardens. This is where the quick
setting epoxy comesin.

Now to the tapeplayer. You probably
have to take this apart too. The goal is
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to find a wire, that when cut, will cut
the power off to the machine. Hook
your alarm clock switch in series with
that wire, in away that the switch turns
the tapeplayer on and off. To find that
wire, trace the power wires and see
where they go. If you are running your
player off of a battery, use the + wire
that comes out of the battery holder. If
you are using 120 volts AC, use the
low voltage wire that comes out of the
transformer; (do not use the high
voltage before the transformer). If
possble, find the power wire after the
AC to DC inverter; athough the
inverter may be built into the main
circuit board, making it impossble to
locae or conned to. The other way
you should be &le to do it, (and
probably better), is to connect to the
switch that turns the drive motor on
and of when you push the play,
rewind, stop, and etc buttons. In other
words, relocate the on and off switch,
putting it in the darm clock.

Do not go strictly by these diredions,
but rather use them as guide lines.

Remember that if you get a + (hot)
wire gainst the ground o -, you are
likely to make some smoke and ruin
something. You may even cause afire.
The best is to disconned all power
while you are working on it.
