I think the 
reason I crashed was I was hang-
ing on with one hand and when 
the petals locked up, I lost my bal-
ance.

Editor’s Desk
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In February of 1998, my wife 
Alice, and I were in Haiti. It was 
nearing the beginning of Lenten 
season. This is also the time of the 
year when those who practice Voo-
dou religion begin their nightly es-
capades called Rah Rah. 

 
We saw very little of this kind 

of activity in the town of La Baleine 
where we were, but we had heard of 
it from others that certain areas of 
Haiti have quite large Rah Rah 
crowds. 

 
One evening, Alice and I went 

to visit the pastor friend of ours. 
During this visit, I asked this pastor, 
“What it this about? We hear in the 
U. S. that many years ago, Haiti 
was dedicated to Satan by Voodou 
priests and that is the reason there is 
so much poverty and disorder in 
Haiti.” He answered and said that 
he knew li ttle about that. “We are 
Christians and what we have is the 
LORD’S and what we do is for the 
glory of the LORD,” he said, “Too 
many people give what is the 
LORD’S over to Satan and give Sa-
tan place where he does not be-
long.”  

 
As we talked that evening we 

were discussing that if it really did 
happen that some Voodou priests 
had at one time in history dedicated 

Haiti unto Satan, why cannot we as 
Christians, made to be Kings and 
priests unto God and the Father in 
heaven, to whom is glory and do-
minion forever and ever, dedicate 
Haiti unto this our li ving and most 
High God, in the name of our Re-
deemer, the Lord Jesus Christ. So 
we concluded that, if it had never 
been done before, where two or 
three are gathered together in the 
name of Jesus, and who agree con-
cerning any thing that we ask of the 
Father in Jesus’ name, that it would 
be done. 

 
So the four of us who prayed 

were the Pastor and his wife and my 
wife and I. We dedicated their 
home and belongings to God; the 
mission grounds there at La Baleine 
we dedicated to God and all the 
buildings, the church buildings and 
the school we dedicated to God. 
Then we dedicated the whole town 
of La Baleine to God. Then we 
dedicated the whole country of 
Haiti to God and asked the Father in 
Heaven to look upon that land with 
His abundant mercy, which is for-
ever, and pour upon that land His 
great blessings, and that the power 
of Satan be broken, that the curse 
that has bound that land be broken 
forever, in Jesus name. Then we 
thanked God and went forth rejoic-
ing and thanking God.

Alice and I returned home to 

the U.S.A. that summer, we sought 
a way that we might be able to 
work in Haiti and obtained an invi-
tation from Haiti Relief and Mis-
sions to work at La Baleine. In Au-
gust, I attended a meeting of Men 
for Missions at York, Pennsylvania. 
At that meeting, there was a regis-
tered nurse who worked at Cap Hai-
tian, a major city in the northern 
part of Haiti. This nurse had with 
her a video that documented some 
happenings of the previous spring, 
about the time of Lent, in the Cap 
Haitian area. This video was nar-
rated and showed a certain tree and 
a spring at which, many years ago, 
Voodou priests had gathered and at 
that place, dedicated Haiti unto Sa-
tan. 

 
Every year at about the time of 

Lent season there is held a Voodou 
festival there where many Voodou 
priests gather with those who prac-
tice that religion. The video went on 
to say – that particular year, the 
Christians in that area decided to 
hold revival meetings in the area, 
inviting three well -known Haitian 
evangelists. These many Christians, 
and there were many, formed a Jeri-
cho March all around this areas 
where these Voodou ceremonies are 
usually held, praying that these evil 
spirits be bound, that this curse over 
Haiti be broken and that Haiti be 
dedicated to God the Father in the 
name of the Lord Jesus Christ, and 
that God’s blessing be poured upon 

that land. 
 
When the Voodou priests ar-

rived there to call upon the spirits to 
prepare for the Voodou rituals, they 
declared that the festival couldn’ t 
be held because they could not get 
through in the spirit world. 

 
When the government heard 

about this, they sent some authori-
ties to arrest the Christian Evangel-
ists on false accusations and put 
them into jail . The Christians then 
began to pray that these evangelists 
be released. Then the authorities 
gave them release. The evangelists 
then said, “No, you brought us to 
jail on certain accusations, so you 
must try us publicly and prove if 
these accusations are true. So, a 
trial was held and it was proven that 
they were falsely accused and this 
had to be published publicly. Then 
the evangelists were released and a 
great revival meeting was held. 
News spread all around Haiti that 
the land of Haiti is dedicated to One 
that is greater than Satan, who has 
brought a curse over the land. Haiti 
is officially dedicated to God by 
believing Christians.

so numerous and strong, that the sinner, like the wretched Laocoon, 
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Young People of the Bible 
A Series of Bible Character Stories that teach a lesson. 

Solomon is spoken of as be-
ing quite young when he began 
to reign (1 Kings 3:7; 1 Chroni-
cles 29:1) although we are not 
given his exact age. He realized 
his inadequacies and when God 
asked him to make a request 
Solomon chose wisdom and 
knowledge so that he would be 
able to rule God’s people well (1 
Kings 3; 2 Chronicles 1). God 
was pleased with Solomon’s re-
quest and gave him what he 
asked for as well as what he had 
not asked for—riches and honor. 

Joash (who began his reign at 
age seven) also had inadequa-
cies. He needed the advice of 
someone wiser than he in order 
to do well . As long as his uncle, 
Jehoiada, was alive, he served 
the Lord. When his uncle died, 
the weakness of his character 
was manifested. He turned to 
unwise advisers (2 Chronicles 
24:17-19) who led him into 
idolatry. God sent prophets and 
Jehoiada’s son, Zechariah, to tell 
him the Lord’s will , but he ig-
nored the prophets and murdered 
Zechariah. Because of his wick-
edness, God sent the Syrians to 
harass Jerusalem, and Joash was 
assassinated by his own servants 

at the age of 47. How much hap-
pier he would have been if he 
had turned to God for wisdom 
and guidance when he needed it. 

Solomon and Joash both 
knew what their li fe’s work was 
to be, but they needed God’s 
guidance to do it well . We need 
God’s guidance to choose the 
right work and then His guid-
ance to do it well . 

Now God knows our weak-
nesses and inadequacies as well 
as our talents and abil ities. He 
knows for which occupation 
each of us is best suited. Not 
only do different occupations re-
quire different abiliti es, but dif-
ferent occupations present dif-
ferent temptations and possible 
hindrances to spiritual growth. If 
we let Him choose for us we will 
find work for which we are 
suited, and we will avoid situa-
tions which could be disastrous 
to our spirituali ty. The place He 
chooses may not give us much 
worldly status, but it will be the 
place in which we can best serve 
Him. 

Most Christians will ac-
knowledge that we should look 
to God to direct us in what is

Editor’s Desk 
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It was Monday, January 5, 1998 
and there was a freezing rain falli ng. 
"What should we work on a day li ke 
this?" said Daniel. "I'll see what the 
weather radio has to say.” "It says 
we can expect freezing rain tomor-
row and the extended forecast is a 
chance of freezing rain each day.”  

Freezing rain five days in a 
row? Well , that is unlikely. But what 
would that be like?  

As predicted, Tuesday brought 
more freezing rain. Wednesday 
morning it was 25 F. Outdoors eve-
rything was beautiful with a coating 
of ice. The roads were fine so Luke 
and Daniel decided to do some busi-
ness about 50 miles away. Then I 
heard the radio announcer say the 
rain will get worse as the day goes 

on and tonight it could get bad. I 
prayed that God would keep them 
safe and was relieved to see them 
home soon after dark. The roads 
weren't icy until they got on the back 
roads near home.  

We heard that the Norfolk area 
had been out of electricity a few 
hours. The radio said the power 
company was bringing in line and 
tree crews from downstate. I ground 
some grain so I'd have more flour on 
hand. Before we went to bed, the 
lights dimmed occasionally. I gath-
ered some containers and fill ed them 
with drinking water.  

Several times during the night 
maple branches falli ng right outside 
our bedroom window awakened me. 
In the morning it was still raining 
and 28 F. The kitchen clock read 
1:15. We gazed in awe at the trees 
bowed with inches thick ice. The ra-
dio was silent except for some Cana-
dian stations. There everyone was 
without electricity and people were 
being told to stay home or get to a 
shelter. "This is going to be awhile," 
said Luke, "We might as well get set 
up to li ve without electricity.” We 
got out the handle to the grain mill, 
set up the mill for hand grinding, 
ground some meal, and had mush for 
breakfast.  

We fill ed the water jacket and 
big kettles on the woodstove with 
icicles. About ten feet of high tensile 

Here is the account of the ice storm we experienced in 1998 

ICE STORM '98

The bent electric pole with our phone 
wire on it. 
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wire yielded a five-gallon bucket of 
ice. When we stood outside, we 
could almost constantly hear the 
cracking of breaking branches and 
falli ng wood and ice.  

In the afternoon, Luke and the 
boys went to a neighbor to help milk 
by hand. To get there they had to 
drive over fallen wires and the road 
was almost shut with fallen trees. At 
one place, a tree was completely 
across the road with room enough to 
slip through under the trunk. It didn't 
work very well to milk cows by hand 
that weren't used to it.  

It was still either raining, sleet-
ing, or misting. The line from the 
house to the shop crashed to the 
ground. Where the ice still clung, the 
thin wire measured 8 in. around. A 
litt le later, a loud crash revealed the 
pole right across the road was in 
three pieces. The top of the pole on 
this side of the road was bent about 
45 degrees. I was sure we'd very 
shortly be without a phone, but a few 
hours later when the men came 
home, it was still standing. They got 
the ladder, removed the phone line, 
and put it on the ground. Within half 

an hour that pole fell. We were 
thankful we still had our phone; the 
next week it got used very much.  

Then the men hurried to get their 
chores done before dark; it isn't easy 
to use a pitchfork with a flashlight in 
one hand or wash a cow with a flash-
light tucked under your collar. Luke 
thought the lanterns in the barn 
would be a fire hazard. This time of 
the year, it gets dark around 5:00. 
So, we finished supper preparations 
by candle and lamplight. After sup-
per, instead of spreading out over the 
house, we congregated in the kitchen 
or li ving room to study, read, write 
letters, or visit in the dim light.  

Occasions such as this make the 
children get out their candle making 
supplies. The following days they 
had a lot of fun experimenting with 
making tallow candles. They came 
up with some that worked fairly well 
by putting a layer of wax on the out 
side and putting wire with the wick.  

Emily had called and said that 
while Jessica was at her in-laws, she 
was contentedly playing on the 
couch when Jane decided to check

her diaper. Soon afterward, the TV 
antenna came crashing through the 
window onto the couch where she 
had just been!  

The next morning it was Friday, 
22 F., and another rainy day. I took a 
walk to look around. The willow tree 
in the yard, which stood about 15 ft. 
high, now stood about 5 ft., its 
branches all curled up, making it 
look li ke a tangled ball of yarn. The 
elderberry bushes beside the shop 
were a work of art beneath a neat 
row of icicles. Instead of being bent, 
their branches were fixed in beauty.  

The ice on the ground wasn't too 
diff icult to walk on because it was a 
litt le rough from rain freezing on im-
pact. Walking in the garden or hay 
field was harder. Every thin stalk or 
blade of grass was a thick column. A 
weed formed arches that Nathaniel 
stood on top of. Dawn said she 
walked right over top of the worm-
wood, a waist high, feathery herb. 

I walked behind the barn and 
stood looking at the woods and the 

big maples in the pasture. A loud 
bang and I saw a big limb from one 
of them crash to the ground followed 
by tinkling ice. There was almost a 
constant sound, sometimes farther 
off, in one direction then another. 
This is the second day we have been 
hearing this and the rain isn't over. 
What will be left of our woods? How 
many thousands of dollars worth of 
damage will t here be to our timber 
and fruit trees? Will we get any ma-
ple syrup this spring? Some of the 
trees are now litt le more than a 
trunk; others split down the middle 
or broke off---not so pretty now.  

I started slowly toward the 
house. God is the one that gave us 
these trees. Lord, you can do with 
them as you please. Job 1:21b came 
to my mind. "...the Lord gave, and 
the Lord hath taken away; blessed 
be the name of the Lord.”   

"Let's make ice cream!" one of 
the children said. "Yes, do." Luke 
replied. "We can at least have ice 
cream out of this.”  

The horses could hardly walk 
outside to get water. The boys 
got out the horseshoes with 
caulks or borium that we had on 
hand and fitted them to two of 
the workhorses.  
A state of emergency had been 
declared. They began arresting 
people that were caught on the 
road unnecessarily. The National 
Guard arrived. The Red Cross 
and others set up 44 shelters in 
St. Lawrence Co. for people 
without heat or means to cook. 
The Niagara Mohawk power 
company brought in 1300 line 
crews from as far away as North Some sad looking basswood trees. 
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Carolina to work on their 7000+ sq. 
mile area hit by the storm in New 
York. The two companies working 
in our area were from my old 
stumping grounds. It was estimated 
it could take 4 weeks to restore 
power. Some high voltage towers 
had toppled or buckled.  

That night it got windy, but it 
warmed up to 33 F. Till morning 
the rain had stopped and later the 
sun shone a li ttle! We were thankful 
that some of the ice, by then be-
tween 2 and 3 inches thick, was fal-
ling before it got colder.  

When Jesse, Luke’s cousin, 
heard about the storm, he called 
from Pa. and said he has an old gen-
erator at the "Round Barn" farm. 
So, Saturday, after checking with 
the police to be sure it was O.K. to 
go, they got the generator with the 
horses and wagon. They worked at it 
and got it running, but only on one 
cylinder. During their drive, they had 
counted 27 electric poles down in 
about a two-mile stretch.  

Dawn did the washing by hand. 
Melvin got the solar fence charger, 
put it on the porch, ran a wire into 
the kitchen, and hooked up a tail 
light from the old jeep. It made more 
light than our lamps and candles.  

Luke got an old well bucket we 
had found in the barn when we 
moved here. It looked like a piece of 
stovepipe with a handle on one end 
and a hole with a flapper on the 
other. He fixed the seal with rubber 
tubing and it worked real well to 
draw water out of our shallow well .  

That evening Luke and I went to 
check on Rob and Emily and his par-
ents. I knew they had both lost their 

phone service and I was concerned 
because Bob and Jane both have fail-
ing health. They were all fine.  

Jesse had planned on coming to 
New York. We told him to find gen-
erators for loan and bring some bat-
teries, candles, matches, and wicks 
because we suspected stores would 
be sold out of such items. If he'd 
bring supplies, police would let him 
through.  

Sunday afternoon Luke and I 
figured it is safe to go into the woods 
so we walked up to the cabin we are 
building. As I was walking up the 
road, I went past the lane. I didn't see 
it at first because of all the trees and 
brush on it. We went up the lane, 
back and forth, over and under 
brush. We'll have work for a long 
time straightening out the mess. Bro-

ken trees can be dangerous to cut 
because they are often under tension. 
Some of the young trees that are 
bowed to the ground but not broken 
might straighten out again.  

The ice on the ground developed 
many safety cracks. Timothy put a 
stick in a crack and it went down 7 
inches.  

On Monday, Timothy used the 
generator to weld caulks on shoes for 
Meg. We also did the washing and 
ran the freezers awhile. The men 
made two crews and started clearing 
fence. Daniel got dazed when a long 
piece of ice fell from a tree and 
landed on end on his head. He got a 
hard hat and went back to work. 
They did about a mile and have 2 
miles to do sometime before spring. 
The wires also will need to be resta-
pled many places.  

In the evening, Jesse and 
Grandpa came from Pa. with some 
supplies. He had found 3 small gen-
erators. The one went to Bob Hall to 
run his oxygen machine.  

On Tuesday a load of 7 genera-

tors came from farmers in Pa. Luke's 
Uncle Davy was along. I gave them 
lunch and they left again. Also, 3 
generators came from the Finger 
Lakes area. Daniel helped install 
them at neighboring dairy farms for 
use till t hey got power. The farmers 
were very appreciative. Some had 
tears in their eyes. They had been 
milking once a day and dumping the 
milk because they couldn't cool it . 
Production was way down and mas-
titis way up. They were sharing gen-
erators or the National Guard was 
milking once a day, not staying to 
cool i t before moving on to the next 
farm. Many generators were running 
24 hours a day, and some were that 
hot that when you threw a snowball 
at them; the ball went up in steam.  

One neighbor used to call us Bi-
ble thumpers and seemed suspicious 
of us. When we hooked up a genera-
tor for him, his attitude was quite 
different. He said come spring we’d 
get a day of plowing from him. We 
hadn't done much more than pass on 
the kindness of farmers from other 
areas.  

Many people became depressed. 
For many, many empty li ves it was a 
horrible ordeal to be without their 
conveniences, especially their TV. In 
comparison, our li ves didn't change 
much. We enjoyed seeing the mag-
nificence of God and the opportunity 
to witness for him.  

We heard that the local hospital, 
a nursing home and radio stations 
weren't equipped with back up 
power. Stores had been sold out of 
supplies, but now shipments were 
coming in. We heard Central Tractor 
sold 350 generators one day. People

On 
Wednesday the 
mailman came, 
the first time 
si nc e  l ast 
Wednesday.  

On Thurs-
day, Luke and Daniel were asked to 
look at a woodlot of tall red pine. 
About half of them were snapped 
off. They saw houses with trees on 
them and others covered with blue 
tarps. In the afternoon, a few more 
generators were brought here. Then 
they repaired a house roof for a 
neighbor where tree branches made 
holes in the roof. It isn't easy to fix 
an ice-covered roof when it is 9 F. 
and snowing fast. They almost froze 
doing it.  

Luke's uncle John Huber from 
Pa. was in the area fixing generators. 
He stopped in and stayed for supper 
and hooked up one of the extra trac-
tor generators to our house.  

Till Friday morning, we had 
about a foot of snow. The ice under 
the new snow was really slippery 
and hard to walk on.  

Driving restrictions were gradu-
ally being lessened. First, they began 
to allow people to go to a local store 
for supplies, and then they allowed 
travel in your own town (township). 
Friday evening most towns li fted the 
restrictions except for a nighttime 
curfew because of looting.  

On Saturday, Luke and the boys 
took the horses and chainsaws and 
cleared the woods road enough to get 
through to our back line. He said the 
cedar suffered the most damage and 
the white pine the least. An eight 
acre block of cedar about 40 ft. tall i s 
flattened enough that looking from a 
knoll i n a field beside it, he could see 
across it. It's probably less than half 
as high as it was. Some is shattered 
and others bent over. What a tangled 
mess!  

On Monday, January 19, a line 
crew arrived on our road and re-
placed the two poles here. We dis-
connected the generator, which we 
only ran when we wanted to wash, 
etc. Tuesday morning they fixed the 
lines. The line goes across our field, 
so instead of waiting for a track ma-
chine, Luke took them and their sup-
plies across the field with the horses 
and wagon. They climbed the poles 
to patch it good enough to give us 
power. The wagon ride was quite a 
highlight for them.  

Wednesday morning Melvin and 
Luray went to talk to the line crew.

They found out the men's wages 
were $28 per hour. They were now 
working 18-hour days on double 
time, which equals $1008 a day per 
man. The boys also found out they 
had turned our power on at 2:00 the 
afternoon before. The boys came 
back and turned our breaker on and 
sure enough, we had electricity! We 
had assumed they needed to finish 
the rest of the line first. We had been 
without electricity for 13 days. At 
that time, power was restored to 
about 85% of the customers that 
were affected.  

On Tuesday, January 20 most of 
the schools reopened. Because of the 
2 week holiday vacation just before 
the storm, some students had not 
been to school for 4 weeks.  

Six counties in Northern New 
York were affected by the storm. 
Eastern Ontario and most of Quebec 
were hit hard and also without 
power, as well as northern Vermont, 
New Hampshire, and much of 

Maine. Maple producers suffered 
great losses, up to as much as all 
their trees and pipelines. Beside the 
losses to timber and fruit trees, the 
hay crop will probably be affected.  

We took the ice off some of our 
roofs to relieve them of the heavy 
load. We heard some buildings had 
collapsed from the ice.  

On January 31, the state of 
emergency was finally officially 
li fted. By then power had been fully 
restored as far as they knew.  

Some of the trees had their tops 
froze to the ground until March 26. 
That is when the last of the ice 
melted in the yard and we could rake 
up the twigs that were frozen fast. 

What is it like to have freezing 
rain for 5 days in a row? We won't 
forget. Probably our chil dren's 
grandchildren will hear about it. 
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Dear friends, 
Let us remember that the 

Scriptures tells us; " All men shall 
know that ye are my disciples if 
ye have love one to another.”  
John 13:35 

I would li ke to address this 
letter as a response to Mr. Linea-
weaver whose article you pub-
lished in last winter’s Boy’s Bugle 
concerning the first coming of 
Christ. The article blasts the mod-
ern holiday of Christmas as pagan, 
examining its roots to 329 AD, as 
the adoption of heathen practices 
which have escalated over the 
years. 

I grew up in a family that 
observed Christmas as the birth of 
Christ. In my years of seeking the 
truth and following the Lord’s 
leading, I also researched the roots 
of the observance of the child Je-
sus’ birth. 

Many nations, even prior to 
Christ’s birth observed the winter 
solstice as a feast to Ra, the sun 
god. We should not find it strange 
that early Christians used this op-
portunity to share the Truth of 
Christ’s arrival at that time, or any 
time. “ Unto you that fear my 
name shall the Sun of Right-
eousness ar ise with healing in 
His wings, and ye shall go 
for th,... go... and tread down the 
wicked, saith the Lord.”  Malachi 
4:2. Would the one who loves the 
Lord ignore an opportunity to 

share the Truth? Imbibing 
in carousing or drunkenness is 
clearly against The Word and 
would never be considered Chris-
tian behavior...then, or now. 

I do not find the idea of lift-
ing Christ’s birth at the winter fes-
tival any more foreign, or compro-
mising than that Paul preached the 
true God in Jesus Christ at the 
Aeropagus on Mars Hill  (Acts 
17), or in Ephesus, the City of 
Diana (Acts 19). My study of 
early Christians includes stories of 
bishops, and nobles and everyday 
folks who strove to exemplify 
charity and mercy to the poor in 
European cities. Francis of Assisi 
probably made the greatest Chris-
tian educational impact of his 
time, by reaching and teaching the 
il literate crowds of Italy through 
the use of a li ving manger scene, 
which demonstrated the story in 
Matthew 1, 2 and Luke 2. 

A centuries old ditty my 
Irish grandmother would recite 
each winter goes li ke this:  

“Christmas is coming and the 
geese are getting fat,  

Let’s all put a penny in the poor 
mans hat;  

If you haven’ t a penny, a ha’pen 
will do;  

So, God bless the poor man, and 
God bless you! 

Rather than go into a long 
discourse about the pros and cons

of what has long appeared on cal-
endars all over the world as  
“Christmas Day,” I would rather 
ask you to turn your attention to a 
parable where Christ himself was 
honored by Mary of Magdalene 
who broke an alabaster jar of oint-
ment on her beloved Lord’s feet. 
No other sinner in scripture 
showed such love for the man 
who offered forgiveness or physi-
cal healing. Yet, even the apostles 
disdained her gift, and we can 
only imagine the contempt the 
Pharisees held for such an act.    

Far from thinking it distaste-
ful, our Jesus looked upon this 
prostitute with gratitude and joy 
for her generosity of worship, and 
promised that the story of her gift 
would accompany his Word for-
evermore. And it has.  

Evolutionists, Communists, 
New Agers and other non-
Christian groups would agree with 
the view of removing Christ from 
Christmas. They continue to at-
tempt to strip Christ of His deity, 
credibility, and availability, when-
ever possible.     

The spirit of Peace and 
Truth however, beacons an anx-
ious and fearful world to trust in 
Christ as Creator, Savior and Re-
deemer everyday. The, impor-
tance of Christmas is that it desig-
nates a specific human li fe, born 
in a specific place, for a specific 
reason. That many desire to edu-

brethren. Ideally it should invigo-
rate us to pursue spiritual under-
standing and cleansing to accom-
plish the holy purpose which the 
angels declared unto the shep-
herds: “ Fear not, for I br ing thee 
good tidings of great joy which 
shall be to all the people.”  Luke 
2:10 “ Glory to God in the high-
est and on ear th peace, goodwill 
to men.”  Luke 2:14  

No doubt, individuals over 
do in food, drink or material in-
dulgence. This is not a proper atti-
tude and parents are especially re-
sponsible to use sober reverence 
toward the birth of Christ with 
their children. Santa Claus should 
be explained as an empty idol who 
tries to usurp the love of Jesus but 
never can. To use our time to wor-
ship and edify...this should be our 
main focus in li fe! Should we 
cease to do God’s wil l because 
some may use their time to wor-
ship idols in gluttonous frivolity? 
Christians have no fellowship 
with the works of darkness, 2 Cor.

usually cal led “ the Lord’s 
work.” Fewer think it is neces-
sary to look to God for direction 
as to our “secular work.” But the 
devoted Christian should not 
have sacred and secular com-
partments in his or her li fe. He 
should be serving God whether 
he is making tents or preaching 
the gospel. There should be no 
such person as a “part-time ser-
vant of the Lord.” The attitude 
of those who derive their li ving 
from a “secular” occupation 
should be as follows: 

“ Servants, be obedient to 
them that are your masters ac-
cording to the flesh, with fear 
and trembling, in singleness of 
your hear t, as unto Chr ist; not 
with eye service, as men pleas-
ers; but as the servants of 
Chr ist doing the will of God 

from the hear t.”  (Ephesians 
6:5, 6). God can help us solve all 
of the problems we meet with in 
our work. If we seek His guid-
ance moment-by-moment 
throughout the day, our work 
will go much more smoothly. 

We should be serving God in 
every activity of our lives. If 
there is any activity in which we 
do not serve God, we should 
abandon this activity.
