We either have to put a voltage-limiting devicein
to keep the voltage from going too Hgh while the batteries are charging or
get a DC voltage converter to regulate the voltage. We figure the LEDs
will pay themselves off in 2 yeas even if we ran them off the grid. | think
it will be agoodidea once we have dl the bugsworked out of it. <

Lately I've been working at
rebuilding Daniel’s «kid loader en-
gine. Last summer we blew a hy-
draulic hose. The hydraulic hose
was lined up for the ar intake of
the engine, and it put about 4 gal-
lons of hydraulic oil in the engine.
Oil doesn't compress. Therefore
when it got in the @mbustion
chambers, it tried to lock the engine
up. Being the engine was running at
a high RPM, it couldn't stop that
fast, and it bent 2 of the mnneding
rods and pushed the one deeve
down. Now | have to doan almost
complete rebuild to it. That was an
expensive hydraulic hose leak.

Hasthe Kingdom of

God cometo earth?

John the Baptist said: “Repent
ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at
hand.” (Matthew 3:2) “From that
time Jesus began to preach, and to
say, Repent: for the kingdom of
heaven is at hand.” (Matthew 4:17)
Here the Greek word for "at hand' is
"eggizo," which means to kring; or
approach. This word is used in Mat-
thew 21:1, “And when they drew
nigh (eggizo) unto Jerusalem, and
were ome to Bethphage, unto the
mount of Olives, then sent Jesus
two disciples,” Also in verse 34,
“And when the time of the fruit
drew near, (eggizo) he sent his %r-
vantsto the husbandmen, that they
might receive the fruits of it.” An-
other verse that uses this word is
foundin Mark 1442, “Rise up, let
usgg; lo, hethat betrayeth meisat
hand.” (eggizo) We can see hy
these examples that the Kingdom of
Heavren was approaching and was
being lrought nea.

Johnthe Baptist dedared that the
kingdom was approaching (or at
hand), but the apostle Paul in writing
to the Colossians, about 30 years
later, says in Colossians 1:12-13,
“Giving thanks unto the Father,
which hath made us meet to be
partakers of the inheritance of the
saintsin light: Who hath delivered
us from the power of darkness,
and hath trandated us into the
kingdom of his dear Son.” So we
understand that the kingdom of
which Jesusisking d has arrived.
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This is the same kingdom spo-
ken o by the aagel Gabriel in Luke
1:26-33,“... and shalt call hisname
JESUS. He shall be great, and
shall be alled the Son of the High-
est: and the Lord God shall give
unto him the throne of his father
David: And heshall reign over the
house of Jacob for ever; and of his
kingdom there shall be no end.”

The prophets also spoke of this
in Isaiah 9:6-7, “For unto us a child
isborn, unto usa son is given: and
the government shall be upon his
shoulder: and his name shall be
called Wonderful, Counselor, The
mighty God, The everlasting Fa-
ther, The Prince of Peace Of the
increase of his government and
peace there shall be no end, upon
the throne of David, and upon his
kingdom, to order it, and to estab-
lish it with judgment and with jus-
tice from henceforth even for ever.
The zal of the LORD of hosts will
perform this.”

Danidl 2:44,“And in the days
of these kings all the God of
heaven set up a kingdom, which
shall never be destroyed: and the
kingdom shall not be left to other
people, but it shall break in pieces
and consume all these kingdoms,
and it shall stand for ever.”

Paul in writing to the Colossians
says that they were in the Kingdam
of Jesus. But in 2 Timothy 4:1, he
dedares that Jesus will judge the
quick (living) and the dea at his ap-
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peaing and his kingdom, referring to
Jesus' statement in Matthew 16:27-
28,“For the Son of man shall come
in the glory of his Father with his
angels, and then he shall reward
every man according to his works.
Verily | say unto you, There be
some standing here, which shall
not taste of death, till they seethe
Son of man coming in his king-
dom.”

The dlegory in Galatians 4:21-
31 shows an overlap in the existence
of the old and new covenants. “Tell
me, ye that desire to be under the
law, do ye not hear the law? For it
is written, that Abraham had two
sons, the one by a bondmaid, the
other by a freewoman. But he who
was of the bondwoman was born
after the flesh; but he of the free-
woman was by promise. Which
things are an allegory: for these
are the two covenants, the one
from the mount Sinai, which gen-
dereth to bondage, which is Agar.
For this Agar is mount Sinai in
Arabia, and answereth to Jerusa-
lem which now is, and is in bond-
age with her children. But Jerusa-
lem which is aboveis free, which is
the mother of usall. For it is writ-
ten, Reoice thou barren that
bearest not; break forth and cry,
thou that travailest not: for the
desolate hath many more children
than she which hath an husband.
Now we, brethren, as Isaac was,
are the dildren of promise. But
as then he that was born after the
flesh perseauted him that was born
after the Spirit, even so it is now.
Nevertheless what saith the scrip-
ture? Cast out the bondwoman
The Boys' Bugle

and her son: for the son of the
bondwoman shall not be heir with
the son of the freewoman. So then,
brethren, we are not children of
the bondwoman, but of the free.”
This shows us that the son d prom-
ise (Isa) could not receive the
promise till the son d bondage was
cast out (Ishmael). In thistransitional
period, (from the Old to the New
Covenant) the Kingdom came to ma-
turity.

The Old Covenant had to pass
away. Hebrews 8:6-13, “But now
hath he obtained a more excdlent
ministry, by how much also he is
the mediator of a better covenant,
which was established upon better
promises. For if that first covenant
had been faultless, then should no
place have been sought for the sec-
ond. For finding fault with them,
he saith, Behold, the days come,
saith the Lord, when | will make a
new covenant with the house of |s-
rael and with the house of Judah:
Not according to the cmvenant that
| made with their fathers in the
day when | took them by the hand
to lead them out of the land of
Egypt; because they continued not
in my covenant, and | regarded
them not, saith the Lord. For this
is the mvenant that | will make
with the house of |srael after those
days, saith the Lord; | will put my
laws into their mind, and write
them in their hearts. and | will be
to them a God, and they shall beto
me a people. And they shall not
teach every man his neighbour,
and every man his brother, saying,

Know the Lord: for all shall know

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me, from the least to the greatest.
For | will be merciful to their un-
righteousness, and their sins and
their iniquities will | remember no
more. In that he saith, A new cove-
nant, he hath made the first old.
Now that which deayeth and
waxeth old is ready to vanish
away.”

Notice dso Hebrews 10:9-10.
“Then said he, Lo, | cometo dothy
will, O God. He taketh away the
first, that he may establish the sec-
ond. By the which will we are sanc-
tified through the offering o the
body of Jesus Christ once for all.”
This He says in reference to estab-
lishing the second or New Covenant.
We can see Jesus teaching this in
Luke 21:29%-32, “Behold the fig
tree, and all the trees; When they
now shoot forth, ye seeand know
of your own selves that summer is
now nigh at hand. So likewise ye,
when ye see these things come to
pass know ye that the kingdom of
God is nigh at hand. Verily | say
unto you, This generation shall not
pass away, till all be fulfilled.”
Here the words "nigh at hand" are
the Greek word "eggus' which
means "in the vicinity or here." Other
scriptures using this word are Mat-
thew 24:32-33, Matthew 26:18,
Mark 13:28-29, Ephesians 2:13. Also
Revelations 1:3, “Bles=d is he that
readeth, and they that hear the
words of this prophecy, and keeg
those things which are written
therein: for the time is at hand.”
And Revelations 22:10, “And he
saith unto me, Seal not the sayings
of the prophecgy of this book: for
the timeis at hand.” Thiswaswrit-
ten in approximately A.D. 65-66.
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In Luke 21:30-32 Jesus is speek-
ing of the destruction of the temple
which would occur in the generation
he was spe&ing to; thus bringing to
an end the old sacrificia system.
Verse 31 says, "the kingdom of God
is nigh at hand" (eggus) meaningit
was not approaching (eggizo) but
will have arrived. This occurred in
the summer of A.D.70. Since that
time there have been no high priests
offering sacrifices in the Temple.
The last days of the Old Covenant
system had come! Now the Kingdam
was fully established in Jesus Christ,
the new High Priest and King.

In Luke 4:16-21 Jesus states
what hismissionis:
To preach the gospel to the

theirsisthe Kingdom of Heaven.”

Did Peter only mean the part
about the longsuffering of the Lord is
salvation, or is the whole subjed he
was discusdng, hard to believe and to
understand?

Where did Paul spes of these
thingsin all of his epistles? His epistles
are, Romans, | & Il Corinthians, Gala-
tians, Ephesians, Philippians, Colos-
dans, | & Il Thesslonians, Timothy,
Titus, Philemon.

Peter starts out in his first book
in chapter one, and verse 5; saying this
salvation is to be reveded in the last
time! We know the inspired apostle
John wrote that they were in the last
time, | John 2:18. Take note that he
said that they, that is, not us today, but
they, bad in the first century were in
the last time.

Peter also states in Il Peter
3:1&2; that he is reminding them of
things goken of by the Holy Prophets
and the Apostles of Jesus Christ. | be-
lieveit is clea that Peter is gedking of
the subjed of Jesus' coming in hs
kingdom and judgment. Many of Pe-
ter's expressions, describing this glori-
ous appeaing, are used by the prophets
and the other apaostles in their writings.
For a few examples compare: New
Heavens and New Earth wherein
dwells righteousness 2 Peter 3:13, with
Isaiah 65:17-18. A thief in the night,
with Revelations 3:3. And the heavens
pasing away with Revelations 6:13-
17; Hebrews 12:26-29 and Isaiah 34:4.
It is my belief that a student of the Bi-
ble neads to be familiar with its con-
tents, so that he can compare words,
themes, expresgons, prophecy said to
be fulfilled by Jesus and the Apostles,
and any other scripture. That is, com-
pare scripture with scripture, letting the
scriptures explain themselves. Also be
sure to notice to whom and when it was
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written in order to not wrest, but to
properly apply God s truths.

When we analyze what Peter is
saying, by studying words, and phrases,
and ideas expressed, it becomes clear
why he says Paul speaks of these things
in all of his epistles. He is not speaing
of the destruction of the planet eath,
even though he spe&ks of the elements
(rudiments) melting with fervent hed.
We do understand that he is spe&king
of the change from the Old Covenant to
the New Covenant.

The New heaven and the New
Earth wherein dwells righteousness is,
where the New Jerusalem (the bride,
the Church) is found. In it is Jesus (the
light of the dty), and we find that none
of the defiled are found in it, Rev.
22:14 & 15. Only they whose names
are written in the Lambs Book of Life
are found in this city! Praise the Lord
for his glorious redemption. May you
s0 believe and live that you will find
yourself there.

Then we leaned that our
neighba had a 92 Gas Jetta with a5
speal standard transmisson for sde.
It wasin pretty good shape except that
the gas engine didn't run right. After
some thought, we dedded to buy it
and pu a diesel engine from one of
our junk Rabhits in it. Surprisingly,
the 81 diesel out of a Rabhit fit nicdy
in the 92’ gas Jetta. Many of the parts
fit between the Rabhits and the Jettas.
We had to use the origina transmis-
sion becaise the transmisson ou of
the Rabbit didn't fit in the Jetta, but
we wanted the 5 speed anyway.

The e-
ceptions are the cruise @ntrol and the
engine tadk doesn't work, and it has
an ddindired injedion diesdl iniit.

As o0n as we got finished fix-
ing it, the very same hou, Joy, Luray,
and Nathaniel left to go to North
Carolina with it. So the very same
people that were in my Rabbit when it
got wredked, went south with my car

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Let’s FaceThe Truth!

Lately | have taken the time to
read a few of the more recent bodks
written by dispensationalists. It seems
that, in genera with their bodks, the
same & | aso notice occurring on radio
and TV. programs, these men state ce-
tain matters of belief about the Rapture,
the Tribulation, the Anti-Christ, etc.,
and then proceal to develop their lines
of teaching about these things AS
THOUGH THOSE THINGS ARE ES-
TABLISHED FACTS. In other words,
bodks are being written and sermons
being preated, ASSUMING that these
points are drealy believed by Chris-
tians, and then further teading is de-
veloped on those ALREADY estab-
lished pdnts! But prodf is not given
concerning those points. Because many
are doing this, and athers have done so
for years, the unsuspeding and
unlearned Christian public pretty much
swallows it all down—hook, line and
sinker!

Christians need to study and lean
some things for themselves. But how
can many of them do so when all they
ever hea and rea is put out by men
whaose writings are pretty much the
same dong certain lines, but who never
dare listen to any other paint of view
than these? Like the Jehovah's Wit-
nesses, they close their eyes and eas
and refuse to listen to anything other
than the party-line.

Just for example, here ae three
guestions | ask those who tead these
things:

I. Where in the Bible does it say
there will be seven yeas (or any other
period for that matter) of Tribulation
AFTER the Rapture?

2. Where in the Bible does it say
that Anti-Christ will come AFTER the
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Rapture?

3. By what authority does anyone
take Daniels 70th week prophecy and
gtretch it like arubber-band away from
the 69th week, and let it be extended
for 2,000 yeas (more or less) until a
time AFTER the Rapture? One author
(Tim La Haye) wrote me that the word
of God gave him that authority but he
failed to give me the placein the Bible
where he was 9 authorized.

Another one | might throw in for
good measure is: Where in the Bible,
AFTER the return of the Jews from
Babylon and elsewhere, was there ever
ANOTHER prophegy given concerning
another return to the Land AFTER
that?

No one has furnished any satisfac-
tory answers to these questions.

If Bible preaters would seriously
consider these four questions and elimi-
nate from their thinking the things they
have dready been taught about them,
they might soon come to seethe fallacy
of such teachings and understand what
the Bible is trying to say. Their teadr
ings on these matters are hypahetical
and not fadual, to say the least. Their
teadings are based on false asump-
tions to begin with. No credible evi-
dence ca be produced showing legiti-
mate exegeticd proof of their asser-
tions. Their assumptions are hypotheti-
cd, and take away that factor their
teadings are diminished to just going
around in circles and copying one an-
other.

Of major importance is the under-
standing of the time-frame of the
prophecy of Jesus in Matthew 24 con-
cening the destruction of Jerusalem,
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Proverbs
Chapter 5

My son, attend urto my wisdom,
and bav thine ea to my understand-
ing: That thou mayest regard discre-
tion, and that thy lips may kee
knowledge.

For the lips of a strange woman
drop as an horeycomb, and her mouth
is snoother than dl: But her end is
bitter as wormwood, sharp as a two-
edged sword. Her fed go down to
deah; her steps take hold on hell. Lest
thou shoudest poncer the path of life,
her ways are moveale, that thou canst
not know them.

The Economics and Ecology d Horse Loggng

Many people own horses for
pleasure, but horses can ean their kegp
too. Yes, your pleasure riding lorse,
with a little alditional training and a
harness can get your firewood aut of
the woods for you and do aher pulling
jobs on the place

| own ateam of horses that | use
for work. They pull wagons, rake the
hay, cultivate the gardens, bring the
maple sap to the sugar house, get fire-
wood aut of the woods and when | am
cutting trees for logs to be ait into lum-
ber, they will in a typicd day skid
20005000 bard fed. Cutting and
skidding a wuple of thousand feed of
logs a day makes for a decent days
wages.

It is a pleasure to beaome part of
a unit that works together, learning to
read eadt other’'s body language to the
point of being like one. Money isn’t the
only reward you get from horse log-
ging.

If your woodand is swampy,
hilly, or rocky a team of horses is al-
most a necessty for harvesting your
trees. Horses rarely get stuck or roll
over on top o you, (like atractor can).
If they dogo in up to their belly in your
swamp, unhitch and they usually will
walk right out. With a long chain o
cable you can get your load out too.
However, when | have a swamp to
cross | usually wait for freeing
weaher and then drive the horses
though the snow making a trad, with-
out bringing much of a load, and then
let it freezeovernight. The next day the
tradk will allow bigger loads with no
floundering.

It doesn't take much of a road to
let a team of horses through. So then
you can seledively cut your trees, just
taking out the mature trees and leaving
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the yourger, faster growing trees to
continue to grow. By horse logging and
seledively cutting over a period o
time, | believe you can harvest more
board fee of timber per acre, which
trand ates into more profit.

With horses you don't get those
skidder ruts or skinned trees on the cr-
ners. So using horses is fter on the
environment and better for your pock-
etboak.

| use a cat with a sea on it for
logging. By daing this, the front end of
the log has lift on it and doesn’t catch
on stumps and stones © much and it is
easier to ride than to walk.

Use achain with a dip hook on
it to go around the log. This holds the
log tightly and is easy to take off.

Insped your harness eveners, and
al your equipment periodicdly. Worn
out and cracked equipment is an acci-
dent waiting to happen!

Stay out of the path of moving
logs!

Know your horse, and dan't take
chances!

Don't overload your horse, or he
will become abaulker. Feed him good
when he is working, but be careful not
to over feed when heis gandingidle.

In working with horses day
cdm, cod and colleded for your own
safety. If you get al worked up, it will
only wind up your horse and make him
dangerous!
