My brother Daniel dedded to by
an oil pressfor pressngail out of oil
sedls like sunflowers, canola, oil seed
radish, flax, etc. We're hoping to
mainly press oil for cooking, baking,
and such. | exped the fresh pressed
unprocessd al will taste alot better
than the stuff you buy from the store.
We dso want to be prepared to be ale
to pressoail for engine fuel too. We
bought a pressthat is made in China. |
liketo buwy locdly, but it seemslike the
Chinese presswas the only one avail-
ablethat isgoodfor doing the kind of
pressng we want to da We dso got a
12 HP Changfa (Chinese) diesel engine
to runthe press. It'sanea engine. It
has a water kettle for coaling like the
old hit-and-missengines have. To start
it, you hold the decompresson while
you crank it by hand. Onceit’sup to
spedd, you let the decompression off
and it starts. We plan to bdt the press
and engine to a skid so we can move it
around with the skid loader. Like that
we should be ale to do custom press-
ing. We still haven't runthe pressyet
so we still don't know how well it will
work.

The world's authorities consider a child who turns 18 to be no
longer accourtableto their parents, bu what does Scripture say? Like-
wise, church leaders often say a child is not accountable to their par-
ents if the parents are unconverted. Then, on the other extreme, there
are religious authorities who expect adult children to olkey their par-
ents every command,including staying in achurch which causes them
to dsobey God. It is hoped that this article will bring ou hearts and
lives into balance to the whole coursel of God, that we may show a
Christ-like attitude to ou relativesandall who ook upon ts.

ThePromise

Honour thy father and mother;
which is the first commandment with
promise; (Eph 62, KJV). What is that
promise? Honour thy father and thy
mother: that thy days may be long
upon the land which the LORD thy
God gveth thee (Ex. 20:12). If we
honour our parents, we will do things
which will preserve our lives, from
obeying their command not to play in
the road to strongly considering their
counsel on who to marry. If we dothe
opposite of honouring, we will get the
opposite of life. Notice in the very
next chapter. And he that curseth his
father, or his mother, shall surely be
put to death (Ex 21:17) Whether we
are stoned by the elders asin times of
old, or we just bring on our own pre-
mature death by riotous living, the
result is the same. The promise of
death to those who curse parentsis as
sure & the promise of life is to those
who honour their parents. What does
“honour” mean, and at what age do
we stop dangit?

Adults are expeded to hon-
our their parents
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Does God say when we turn 18,
we no longer neal to honour our par-
ents? Ye shall fear every man his
mother, and his father, and keep my
sabbaths: | am the LORD your God
(Lev 19:3). Notice, it says “man”, not
“child”. Following is an example of
Jesus telli ng the scribes and Pharisees
(who were alults) that they needed to
honour their parents with their sub-
stance, rather than to give it to the
church, even though the Church
Rules allowed them to. (This appeas
to be talking about adults. Children
would not be giving to either their
parents, nor to the dhurch.).

Then came to Jesus scribes and
Pharisees, which were of Jerusalem,
saying, Why do thy disciples trans-
gressthe tradition of the dders? for
they wash not their hands when they
eat bread. But he answered and said
unto them, Why do ye also transgress
the commandment of God by your
tradition? For God commanded, say-
ing, Honour thy father and mother:
and, He that curseth father or mother,
let him die the death. But ye say,
Whosoever shall say to his father or
his mother, It is a gift, by whatsoever
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thou mightest be profited by me; And
honour not his father or his mother,
he shall be free. Thus have ye made
the commandment of God of none ef-
fed by your tradition. Ye hypocrites,
well did Esaias prophesy of you, say-
ing, This people draweth nigh unto
me with their mouth, and honoureth
me with their lips, but their heart is
far from ne. But in vain they do wor-
ship me, teaching for doctrines the
commandments of men. And he alled
the multitude, and said unto them,
Hear, and understand: (Matt 15:1-
10) Yes, hear and understand! Jesus
said to the scribes and Pharisees
(adults) that they were not honouring
their parents, and that they needed to.

Honour means an attitude

of reverence

Honour thy father and thy
mother: that thy days may be long
upon the land which the LORD thy
God gveth thee. (Ex. 20:12) This
verse was originally written in the
Hebrew language. The meaning of
the origina words gives a much more
complete understanding of what God
is sying to us. “Honour” in Hebrew
is ¢SV (kaw-bad', Strong's #3513),
which can mean: to be heawy, to
make weighty, and be chargeable.
That is to say, we ought to put alot of
weight in what our parents say, be
accountable to them regarding their
desires for us, and to consider and
speak of them with admiration.

Let us examine some other exam-
ples of the same Hebrew word trans-
lated into its different English mean-
ings: But the former governors that
had keen before me were chargeable
unto the people (Neh. 5:15). But the
hand o the LORD was heavy upon
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them of Ashdod, and he destroyed
them, and smote them with emerods,
even Ashdod and the masts thereof.
(1 Sam 5:6). So they sent and gath-
ered together all the lords of the Phil-
istines, and said, Send away the ark
of the God o Israel, and let it go
again to his own place, that it slay us
not, and our people: for there was a
deadly destruction throughaut all the
city; the hand of God was very heavy
there (1 Sam. 5:11).

Now, let's contrast this with the
other verse that talks about taking our
parents lightly: And he that curseth
his father, or his mother, shall surely
be put to death (Ex 21:17). The He-
brew word for “curseth” is [[U (kaw-
lal', Strong's #7043), which can mean
to make light, trifling (make small or
unimportant in your own eyes), or to
despise.

Here ae some examples of that
Hebrew word translated differently:
And it came to pass, as if it had been
a light thing for him to walk in the
sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat,
that he took to wife Jezebel the
daughter of Ethbaal king d the Zido-
nians, and went and served Baal, and
worshipped him (1 Kings 16:31). And
he went in unto Hagar, and she @n-
ceved: and when she saw that she
had conceved, her mistress was de-
spised in her eyes (Gen. 16:4) For |
have told him that | will judge his
house for ever for the iniquity which
he knoweth; because his ns made
themselves vile, and he restrained
them not (1 Sam 3:13).

Wherefore yeshall make images
of your emerods, and images of your
mice that mar the land; and ye shall

give glory unto the God o Isradl:

peradventure he will lighten his hand
from off you, and from off your gods,
and from off your land (1 Sam 6:5).

Some good werses to understand
the difference between
“honour” (kaw-bad') and
“curse” (kaw-lal") are those which
have both Hebrew words in them:
And the young men that were brought
up with him spake unto him, saying,
Thus dat thou answer the people
that spake unto thee, saying, Thy fa-
ther made our yoke heavy, but make
thou it somewhat lighter for us; thus
shalt thou say unto them, My little
finger shall be thicker than my fa-
ther'sloins. (2 Chr 10:10). The LORD
of hosts hath purposed it, to stain the
pride of all glory, and to bring into
contempt all the honourable of the
earth (Isa23.9). Wherefore the LORD
God o Israel saith, | said indeed that
thy house, and the house of thy father,
should walk before me for ever: but
now the LORD saith, Be it far from
me; for them that honour me | will
honour, and they that despise me
shall belightly esteamed (1 Sa 2:30).

Honour isnot unques-

tioned obedience!

Unguestioned obedience belongs
to God and Him alone! Once we
marry or leaze home, we leave par-
ents and each of us are accountable to
God, individualy. Sothen every one
of us shall give account of himself to
God (Rom 14:12). Now, lo, if he be-
get a son, that seeth all his father's
sins which he hath done, and con-
sidereth, and doeth not such like, ...
walked in my statutes; he shall not
die for the iniquity of his father, he
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shall surely live (Ezk. 18:14-17).
There will be times when we annot
obey our parents wishes because,
unknown to them, it would cause us
to disobey the Word of God. Notice,
we are told of church leaders. Obey
them that have the rule over you (Heb
13:17) and of government leaders:
Submit yourselves to every ordinance
of man for the Lord's sake: whether it
be to the king, as supreme (1 Pe 2:13)
But likewise, when their orders con-
flict with God’'s Word, we must fol-
low God's Word instead: Then Peter
and the other apostles answered and
said, We ought to obey God rather
than men (Acts 5:29). However, if we
can obey both our parents and God,
that is what we should seek to do.
When we spe&k to o about God-
given authorities in our life, we must
show resped in our choice of words
and tone of voice.

If weleavetheir church

We never have the right to disre-
gard our parents fedings or be un-
grateful for their efforts to help us.
We should aways try to consider
what they ask of us. When we dis-
agreewith them and reither of us can
change, it isimportant not to strive or
argue about it. After having explained
the reasons and need, let it rest. Lean
the at of being silent and let them
speak without feeling the need to re-
vile and cancd out what they say:

And the servant of the Lord must
not strive, but be gentle unto all men,
apt to teach, patient (2 Tim 2:24).
Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let
every man be swift to hear, slow to
speak, slow to wrath (James 1:19).
But don't let your silence ®me
aaoss as ignoring them nor their con-
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ceans. Reasare them you have and
will consider what they are painfully
struggling with, for your sakes.

This is particularly true when we
decide to leave the church we grew
up in, for there is usually no chance
of coming to agreement in these
cases. They can not understand why
anyone would leave aad we can not
understand why anyone would stay.
These loving gestures and attitudes
will show the light of Christ to them
in a red way which they will notice
and cannot deny.

Visit them often

Visits usualy are difficult after
such a separation, but endure the
hardship if you believe you are the
one strong in the faith: We then that
are strong ought to bear the infirmi-
ties of the weak, and not to please
ourselves. (Rom 15:1) God instructs
us as to the importance of contact
with ou relations: Is it not to deal
thy bread to the hungry, and that thou
bring the poor that are cast out to thy
house? when thou seest the naked,
that thou cover him; and that thou
hide not thyself from thine own flesh?
(Isa. 58:7) Most of all, consider how
you would fed if one day, your
grown children decided to forsake
you kecause they had more truth and
light than you did: Therefore all
things whatsoever ye would that men
should do to you, do ye ewven so to
them: for this is the law and the
prophets. (Matt 7:12). Also important
isthe example you are setting in your
children’s sight, which they will fol-
low, as to how to trea parents when
they see things differently.

Finally, Beware lest any man
spoil you through phlosophy and
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vain decdit, after the tradition of men,
after the rudiments of the world, and
not after Christ. (Col 2:8). Don't fall
for clever, pradiced preachers that
say you have no obligation to your
parents because they are “so lost”.
Such advice and teaching is of the
same spirit as those Church Rules that
Jesus opposed: And he said unto
them, Full well ye regject the com-
mandment of God, that ye may Keep
your own tradition. For Moses said,
Honour thy father and thy mother;
and, Whoso curseth father or mother,
let him die the death: But yesay, If a
man shall say to his father or mother,
It is Corban, that is to say, a gft, by
whatsoever thou mightest be profited
by me; he shall be free. And ye suffer
him no more to do ought for his fa-
ther or his mother; Making the word
of God d none dfed through your
tradition, which ye have delivered:
and many such like things do ye. And
when he had called dl the people
unto him, he said unto them, Hearken
unto me every one of you, and under-
stand: (Mark. 7:9-14) Yes, let us
hearken urto Jesus, and urderstand.
We ae not “free” to do such things.
As free, and not using your liberty for
a cloke of maliciousness, but as the
servants of God. (1 Pet 2:16). Real
the example of the Rechabites, who
God commended for following their
parents (not unscriptural) instruc-
tions: Jer. 35, especially verses :6-10,
16, 18.

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Fryer Oil Adventures

| want to tell you about our fryer
oil processng and using adventures
we've had in the last yea.

The process | used last winter to
filter my used vegetable oil was I'd
hea the oil up to over 160 degrees F
and then wrap the tank in plagtic to
keep it warm as long as possible and
then after about two days it would be
around 100degrees F and 1'd filter it
with a 5 micron filter bag. It worked
nice and the engines liked the oil .

Then this ring we moved the oil
equipment to Luray’s placeon the side
of a hill so we muld use gravity to
move the ail instead of a pump. It was
a good setup. But, this simmer we
started to have more problems with our
injecor pumps than before.

Becaise of the new setup we
started to drain the slop df the bottom
of the heder tank and then also drain
the good dl off the bottom too. It sSim-
ply doesn’'t work to drain the dop df
the bottom of a tank like we have and
not get it mixed with the good al.
Therefore | think we got a lot more dirt
in with the good dl then we did with
the old system.

Also we lost one of our restaurants
that make the best oil, therefore our oil
was thicker than it was before, which
makes it alot harder to get the dirt out.

Also | think we were having a
problem with baderia in our oil which
makes for abrasive dirt in the oil even
if you hed the oil sparkling clean to
start with.

Whatever all happened, thisfall we
started to have injecor pumps weaing
out. First we'd notice the engine
wouldn’t have power on diesel when
they were hot, then gradually they’ d get
worse and worse until they wouldn't
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even start (or run) on diesel. Being the
vegetable oil has a thicker viscosity
than diesel; you wouldn't even notice
anything was wrong when it was run-
ning on the vegetable ail urtil they
wereredly bad.

We dso had a serious problem
with baderia in our diesel fuel. We
were hardly using any diesel, so the
diesel had lots of time to get old in the
fuel tanks. Baderiado grow in the lines
after the diesel fuel filter. The baderia
dirt will get into the injedor pump and
the dirt can seize it up and hred the
drive shaft off or wea the pump out.

| know the baderia in the diesel
fuel was one of our major problems
that were caising injedor pumps to
fall. It's even possble that the diesd
was all of our problems. | don't know
for sure & this time, but until 1 know,
I’'m going to be extra caeful with the
quality of my ail. It's even possble that
baderia caised all of our problems
with bath the vegetable oil and the die-
sel.

The other thing I’ m suspicious that
was happening was that the dirt in the
oil was that fine that it was going
through all my filters and getting to the
pumps anyway even through we had all
the proper filters installed. We were
plugging more pre-filters and more
regular fuel filters than we should have
been. | have @mme to the conclusion
that | neel to have my fuel that clean
before | filter it so that I'm not relying
on filters to get al the fine dirt out.
Also like that | won't be plugging near
as many filters.

So | made some major changes to
my processto fix al these problems we
were having.

I'm letting the dirt have much
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more time to settle out of the oil.

If the oil is too thick, the dirt will
not settle out even if you gve it lots of
time. Therefore you have to lower the
viscosity of the oil by some method.
Hea will dothe trick. If your oil isthin
like it should be, just hedaing and set-
tling will be enough. But if you have
too much “chicken fat” or hydrogen-
ated ail, it will get too cold (thick) be-
fore it has time for the dirt to settle out,
(that is with my 280 galon heaing/
settling tank).

So | mixed 20% kerosene with my
vegetable oil. The kerosene grealy
thinned the oil. Of course, | did some
tests to see which kerosene is the best
and how much to use. | was grealy sur-
prised at the difference in the kerosene
from different companies. The kero-
sene did two things for me.

1. It thinned the vegetable oil
enough that it would settle & 50
degrees F. | heaed the blend to
around 140F and then it cooled
down to around 50 F and then
left it set like that for about a
week and a half before | filtered
it. | used a 1-micron filter bag. |
filtered over 1100 gallons with
that bag and it till was flowing
just like it was new.

2. Being the oil was thinner and it
could settle & a lower tempera-
ture, the “chicken fat” solidified
and went to the bottom with all
the dirt. Therefore the oil got
even thinner.

The other advantage of the thin oil
besides making it easier to get the dirt
out, is that it works much better in the
engine, espedaly at lower tempera
tures. The kerosene alds abou 22 cents
per gallon to my cost, but it sure is
worth it. | may quit using the kerosene
for the summer time.

The other mgjor change we made
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isI’'m adding FPF- Kill’em fuel condi-
tioner to my fuel, espedally to the die-
sel. The Kill’em adds about 1 cent per
gdlon to my cost, which is insignifi-
cant. The Kill’emisto kill any baderia.
Sorry to say, but the vegetable oil isn't
“organic” after you add Kill’em. In the-
ory, if you get al the water out of the
vegetable oil (and diesel for that mat-
ter), you shouldn't need to add the
Kill’em. But | ruined too many injedor
pumps and plugged too many filters to
take a hanceonit.

Also we're ading FPF- Total
Power fuel conditioner to bah our
vegetable oil and desel. The Tota
Power adds about 4 cents per gallon to
our costs. | don't know that the vegeta
ble il needs any fuel conditioner for it
iskind of afuel conditioner of it’s own.

So far our engines are happy with
the changes we've made. Time will tell
though if we got all the bugs out of it or
not.

Another thing you should know if
you wish to run straight vegetable oil in
your diesel is gelled/very thick oil will
not go through the injedors as fast as
normal. Therefore the injedion pres
sure will rise much higher than normal
and can cause the injedor pump to
seize | think this is only a problem
soon after startup. | think thisis only a
problem with rotary style injector
pumps. We leaned this lesson the hard
way last winter. | try to make ahabit of
being easy on cold desels that are on

vegetable oil.

He had managed to
crawl away as quick as he could from
the loader. You know, we try to work
as cautioudy as we can, but farm aca-
dents happen. | am thankful that God is
watching over us.

| am till on crutches, but | am im-
proving and am not in nea so much
pain as | was before. The doctor thinks
| cut the catilage in my kneg so now |
must just exercise it and wait patiently
for it to get better.

This whole incident has been full
of leaning for me. People have been so
wonderful -- from the hospital staff to
our neighbors. Now, | redizel’ve been
selfish. Have | cared so much about
other people when they were hurting
and laid up? Not so much as they care
about me, I'm ashamed to say. And
most of these people aen’'t Christians.
Someone told me that | didn’t deserve

“Thou shalt not sted” (Exodus 20:15)

Spoken by God himself some four
thousand years ago, the Ten Command-
ments were asolid fourdation for buil d-
ing a home. The @ghth commandment
states firmly, forcefully and finaly,
“Thou shat not sted”. These words
shoud be arried in the heart of every
adut and dligently taught to every
child. (Deuteronomy 6:7-8).

Although these next words are
abou two thousand years old, the truth
they contain is aso very relevant for us
today. And they are especially applica-
ble to parents. “Thou therefore which
teachest another, teachest thou na thy-
sef’?

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Our IceHouse

By Nathaniel Martin

Last winter we converted a storage
room into an icehouse. It is locaed
nea the kitchen. Because it is nea the
kitchen, we can put the foodwe wish to
keep codl right on the ice Therefore
we dorn't neal to move the ice from the
icehouse in the summer to put it in an
icebox. And we did not need to put
sawdust in between the blocks to keep
them from freeing together because
we did not need to movetheice

The storage room had a partial cd-
lar under it. We cut part of the floor
out, and we built aroom there reading
from the cdlar floor up to the celing of
the storage room. We have nine inches
of Styrofoam around it with cdlulose
above the celing. We put plastic on the
caling and walls to stop airflow. We
did not put plastic on the floor so that
water could run down through the
sheds of foam to a drainage pipe. The
room measures about 5° by 10'. There
is a door entering from the upper floor
with a stair down to the bottom.

We fill ed the room with ice, padk-
ing it around the steps. We used
smashed ice and snow to fill in any
spots that were too small to fit a block.

We aut the ice from our pond. We
used a chain saw with an old bar and
chain. We ground the rakers off. There
isno ned for bar oil. Don't use bar ail;
it will palute the pond. After having a
hole started in the ice, we auit part way
through the ice with the dainsaw
(cutting with the bar in the water takes
a lot of power). Then we split the
blocks off with an ax. Using ice tongs,
we pulled the blocks out of the water.
We pulled them to shore and stood
them on edge. The next day we filled
the icehouse.

We set the food on theice We had
iceleft until the beginning of October.

We ae planning to make abox off
the side of the icehouse down in the
cdlar part so that the madl air and water
can drain into it. We plan to set our
foodin there. The ice melted unevenly
this simmer therefore the cntainers
did not set on it very well. And hope-
fully by not opening the walk-in door
we can avoid losing cod air. Also the
food should be moler because of it be-
ing below the ice rather then being on
top d it, since @ld sinks. £\

Remember the question the prophet
Malachi asked the people of his day,
“Will a man rob God’? They had
robbed Him by failing to give their
tithes and dfferings.

The way | answer these questions
will have adefinite bearing on whether
I will be a@le to teach my children the
eight commandments, with their true
meaning. As a parent, our conduct sets
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the tone for the family. Our values and
horesty determine whether moral integ-
rity begins in the home. Just one more
question. If moral values do nd begin
a home, where do | exped them to be-
gin? You can find the answer in the
continued studies of scripture, with
your children’s help too.
